Safety instructions
General power tool safety warnings

WARNING Read all safety warnings
and all instructions.

Failure to follow the warnings and
instructions may result in electric shock, fire
and/or serious injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for fu-

ture reference. The term "power tool" in the

warnings refers to your mains operated (cord-
ed) power tool or battery operated (cordless)
power tool.

Work area safety

» Keep work area clean and well lit. Clut-
tered or dark areas invite accidents.

» Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence
of flammable liquids, gases or dust.
Power tools create sparks which may ig-
nite the dust or fumes.

» Keep children and bystanders away
while operating a power tool. Distrac-
tions can cause you to lose control.

Electrical safety

» Power tool plugs must match the outlet.
Never modify the plug in any way. Do
not use any adapter plugs with earthed
(grounded) power tools. Unmodified
plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk
of electric shock.

» Avoid body contact with earthed or
grounded surfaces, such as pipes, radi-
ators, ranges and refrigerators. There is
an increased risk of electric shock if your
body is earthed or grounded.

» Do not expose power tools to rain or
wet conditions. Water entering a power
tool will increase the risk of electric shock.

» Do not abuse the cord. Never use the
cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging
the power tool. Keep cord away from
heat, oil, sharp edges or moving parts.
Damaged or entangled cords increase the
risk of electric shock.

» When operating a power tool outdoors,
use an extension cord suitable for out-
door use. Use of a cord suitable for out-
door use reduces the risk of electric shock.

» If operating a power tool in a damp
location is unavoidable, use a residual
current device (RCD) protected supply.
Use of an RCD reduces the risk of electric
shock.

Personal safety

» Stay alert, watch what you are doing
and use common sense when operating
a power tool. Do not use a power tool
while you are tired or under the influ-
ence of drugs, alcohol or medication.
A moment of inattention while operating
power tools may result in serious personal
injury.

» Use personal protective equipment.
Always wear eye protection. Protective
equipment such as dust mask, non-skid
safety shoes, hard hat, or hearing protec-
tion used for appropriate conditions will
reduce personal injuries.

» Prevent unintentional starting. Ensure
the switch is in the off-position before
connecting to power source and/or
battery pack, picking up or carrying the
tool. Carrying power tools with your finger
on the switch or energising power tools
that have the switch on invites accidents.

» Remove any adjusting key or wrench
before turning the power tool on. A
wrench or a key left attached to a rotating
part of the power tool may result in person-
al injury.

» Do not overreach. Keep proper footing
and balance at all times. This enables
better control of the power tool in unex-
pected situations.

» Dress properly. Do not wear loose
clothing or jewellery. Keep your hair,
clothing and gloves away from moving
parts. Loose clothes, jewellery or long hair
can be caught in moving parts.

» If devices are provided for the connec-
tion of dust extraction and collection
facilities, ensure these are connected
and properly used. Use of dust collection
can re- duce dust related hazards.

» Qualified personnel in accordance with this
manual means persons who are familiar
with the adjustment, installation, commis-
sioning and maintenance of power tools.

» Persons at least 18 years of age who have
studied the technical description, operating
instructions and safety rules are allowed to
work with power tools.

» This product is not intended for use by
persons (including children) with reduced
physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or
lack of experience and knowledge, unless
they have been given supervision or in-
struction concerning use of power tools by
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a person responsible for their safety.

Power tool use and care

» Do not force the power tool. Use the
correct power tool for your application.
The correct power tool will do the job bet-
ter and safer at the rate for which it was
designed.

» Do not use the power tool if the switch
does not turn it on and off. Any power
tool that cannot be controlled with the
switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

» Disconnect the plug from the power
source and/or the battery pack from the
power tool before making any adjust-
ments, changing accessories, or stor-
ing power tools. Such preventive safety
measures reduce the risk of starting the
power tool accidentally.

» Store idle power tools out of the reach
of children and do not allow persons
unfamiliar with the power tool or these
instructions to operate the power tool.
Power tools are dangerous in the hands of
untrained users.

» Maintain power tools. Check for mis-
alignment or binding of moving parts,
breakage of parts and any other con-
dition that may affect the power tool’s
operation. If damaged, have the power
tool repaired before use. Many accidents
are caused by poorly maintained power
tools.

» Use the power tool, accessories and
tool bits etc. in accordance with these
instructions, taking into account the
working conditions and the work to be
performed. Use of the power tool for oper-
ations different from those intended could
result in a hazardous situation.

» Keep handles and gripping surfaces dry
and clean and free of liquid or grease.
Slippery handles and gripping surfaces
make it difficult to handle the tool safely
and prevent reliable control in unexpected
situations.

Safety warnings for polishers

Safety instructions for all types of work

» This power tool is intended to be used
as a polishing machine. Follow all
warnings, instructions, illustrations and
data that you receive with the power
tool. Failure to follow the instructions be-
low may result in electric shock, fire and/or
serious injury.

» Do not use accessories which are

>

not specifically designed and recom-
mended by the tool manufacturer. Just
because the accessory can be attached
to your power tool, it does not assure safe
operation.

The rated speed of the accessory must
be at least equal to the maximum speed
marked on the power tool. Accessories
running faster than their rated speed can
break and fly apart.

The outside diameter and the thickness
of your accessory must be within the
capacity rating of your power tool. In-
correctly sized accessories cannot be ade-
quately controlled.

Threaded mounting of accessories
must match the grinder spindle thread.
For accessories mounted by flanges,
the arbour hole of the accessory must
fit the locating diameter of the flange.
Accessories that do not match the mount-
ing hardware of the power tool will run out
of balance, vibrate excessively and may
cause loss of control.

Do not use a damaged accessory. Be-
fore each use inspect the accessory
such as abrasive wheels for chips and
cracks, backing pad for cracks, tear or
excess wear. If power tool or accesso-
ry is dropped, inspect for damage or
install an undamaged accessory. After
inspecting and installing an accessory,
position yourself and bystanders away
from the plane of the rotating accessory
and run the power tool at maximum no-
load speed for one minute. Damaged ac-
cessories will normally break apart during
this test time.

Wear personal protective equipment.
Depending on application, use face
shield, safety goggles or safety glass-
es. As appropriate, wear dust mask,
hearing protectors, gloves and work-
shop apron capable of stopping small
abrasive or workpiece fragments. The
eye protection must be capable of stop-
ping flying debris generated by various op-
erations. The dust mask or respirator must
be capable of filtrating particles generated
by your operation. Prolonged exposure
to high intensity noise may cause hearing
loss.

Keep bystanders a safe distance away
from work area. Anyone entering the
work area must wear personal protec-
tive equipment. Fragments of workpiece
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or of a broken accessory may fly away and
cause injury beyond immediate area of op-
eration.

» Position the cord clear of the spinning
accessory. If you lose control, the cord
may be cut or snagged and your hand or
arm may be pulled into the spinning wheel.

» Never lay the power tool down until
the accessory has come to a complete
stop. The spinning accessory may grab
the surface and pull the power tool out of
your control.

» Do not run the power tool while carry-
ing it at your side. Accidental contact with
the spinning accessory could snag your
clothing, pulling the accessory into your
body.

» Regularly clean the power tool’s air
vents. The motor’s fan will draw the dust
inside the housing and excessive accumu-
lation of powdered metal may cause elec-
trical hazards.

» Do not operate the power tool near
flammable materials. Sparks could ignite
these materials.

» Do not use accessories that require
liquid coolants. Using water or other lig-
uid coolants may result in electrocution or
shock.

Safety rules when using polishing

cars.

» Hold the power tool by the insulated han-
dle, as the polishing surface may touch the
power cord during operation. If a live cord
is damaged, metal parts of the power tool
will also become energized, which may
result in electric shock to the operator.

» Clean the instrument regularly, especially
after intensive use.

Use and maintenance of cordless

tools

» The battery is not supplied fully
charged. To ensure full battery power, fully
charge the battery before first use.

» Only use the battery in combination
with your P.L.T. tool. This is the only way
to prevent dangerous battery overload.

» Charge batteries only in chargers
recommended by the manufacturer. A
charger designed for a specific type of bat-
tery may present a fire hazard if used with
other batteries.

» Only use batteries intended for use in
power tools. Use of other batteries may
result in personal injury and fire hazard.

Important safety precautions for

working with the battery pack.

WARNING: Use only genuine P.I.T. batteries.

Use of batteries not manufactured by P.I.T. or

batteries that have been modified may result

in battery explosion, fire, personal injury and
property damage. This will also automatically
void the P.I.T. guarantee. for tool and charger

P.1I.T. device

» Before using the battery pack, read all in-

structions and warning labels on the char-

ger, battery pack, and tools powered by
the battery pack.

Do not disassemble the battery pack.

Do not drop or hit the battery pack.

Do not use a damaged battery pack

If the operating time of the battery pack is

significantly reduced, stop using it imme-

diately. Otherwise, the unit may overheat,
leading to burns and even an explosion.

» If electrolyte gets into your eyes, rinse
them with plenty of clean water and con-
sult a doctor immediately. This can lead to
vision loss.

» Do not short-circuit the contacts of the bat-
tery pack with each other:

(1) Do not touch the contacts with any con-
ductive objects.

(2) Do not store the battery pack in a contain-
er together with other metal objects such
as nails, coins, etc.

(3) Do not expose the battery pack to water
or rain. Shorting the contacts of the battery
pack together can lead to high current flow,
overheating, possible burns, and even
breakdown of the unit.

» Do not store the tool or battery pack in
places where temperatures may reach or
exceed 50 °C (122 °F).

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» Do not throw the battery pack into fire,
even if it is severely damaged or com-
pletely damaged. The battery pack may
explode if exposed to fire.

» If the battery is damaged or used improp-
erly, gas may be released. Provide fresh
air and consult a doctor if you have any
complaints. Gases may cause respiratory
irritation.

» Clean the ventilation slots of the battery
from time to time with a soft, dry and clean
brush.

» Charge the battery pack without complete-
ly discharging it. Be sure to stop using the
tool and charge the unit if you notice a de-
crease in the tool’s power.

» Never recharge a fully charged battery
pack. Overcharging will shorten the battery
life.

» Charge the battery pack at room tempera-
ture. Allow it to cool before charging a hot
battery pack.

» Charge the lithium-ion battery pack if you
will not use the tool for a long period of
time (more than six months).

» Do not open the battery as there is a risk of
short circuit.

» Protect the battery from high temperatures,
such as prolonged exposure to sunlight,
fire, water and moisture. There is a danger
of explosion.

» Store the battery in a temperature range
from 0 to 45°C. Do not leave the battery in
the car in summer.

» The supplied lithium-ion batteries must be
used in accordance with hazardous goods
legislation.

For commercial transport, such as by a third
party or freight forwarder, the packaging
must be marked with special warnings and
markings. Be sure to consult with a haz-
ardous materials specialist when preparing
your device for shipment. Also comply with
local requirements and regulations. They
can be stricter.

Cover or secure open contacts and pack the
battery so that it does not move around the
packaging.

» Follow local regulations regarding the dis-
posal of the battery pack.

Mounting the grinding tools

Clean the grinder spindle and all parts to be

mounted. For clamping and loosening the

grinding tools, lock the grinder spindle with
the spindle lock button.

» Actuate the spindle lock button only
when the grinder spindle is at a stand-
still. Otherwise, the machine may become
damaged.

See graphics page for the mounting se-

quence.

Polishing disc

Install the polishing plate onto the spindle.

Install the sponge pad onto the polishing

disc.
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Dust/Chip extraction

» Dust from materials such as lead-contain-
ing coatings, some wood types, minerals
and metal can be harmful to one’s health.
Touching or breathing-in the dust can
cause allergic reactions and/or lead to re-
spiratory infections of the user or bystand-
ers.
Certain dust, such as oak or beech dust,
is considered carcinogenic, especially in
connection with wood-treatment additives
(chromate, wood preservative). Materials
containing asbestos may only be worked
by specialists.

— Provide for good ventilation of the working
place.

— Itis recommended to wear a P2 filter-class
respirator.

Observe the relevant regulations in your

country for the materials to be worked.

» Prevent dust accumulation at the work-
place. Dust can easily ignite.

Operation

Switching on and off

To save energy, only switch the power tool on

when using it.

To start the power tool, press the On/Off

switch forward and then down.

To lock-on the pressed On/Off switch, push

the On/Off switch further forward.

To switch off the power tool, release the On/

Off switch, or when it is locked, briefly press

the On/Off switch and then release it.

Exploitation

» Before carrying out maintenance work,
changing tools, etc., as well as during
transport and storage, remove the bat-
tery from the power tool. If switched on
unintentionally, there is a risk of injury.

Accumulator charging

» Only use chargers specified in the tech-
nical specifications. Only these chargers
are suitable for the lithium-ion battery of
your power tool.

Note: The battery is supplied partially

charged. To ensure full battery power, fully

charge the battery before first use.

The lithium-ion battery can be charged at any

time without reducing its service life. Stopping

the charging process does not harm the bat-

tery.

The lithium-ion battery is protected from deep

discharge. A protective circuit turns off the

power tool when the battery is discharged -

the working tool stops.

» After the power tool has switched off
automatically, do not press the switch
again.

The battery may be damaged.
Please observe the disposal instructions.
Removing the Battery
The battery is equipped with two locking
stages designed to prevent the battery from
falling out if the release button is unintention-
ally pressed. While the battery is in the power
tool, the spring holds it in the appropriate po-
sition.
To remove the battery, press the release but-
ton and remove the battery from the power
tool. Do not use force when doing this.
Battery charge indicator
The green LEDs on the battery charge indi-
cator indicate its charge level. For safety rea-
sons, the charge indicator is only active when
the power tool is at rest.
Press the battery charge indicator button to
display the battery charge level. This is also
possible with the battery removed. If no LED
indicator lights up after pressing the battery
charge indicator button, the battery is faulty
and must be replaced.

Operation and meaning of charger indica-

tor elements

1. The charger is plugged in - the green indi-

cator lights up.

2. When placing the battery on charge, the

green indicator blinks.

3. When the battery is fully charged, the green

indicator lights up constantly.

4. If the charger or battery is faulty, the red

indicator blinks.

Tool installation and operation

WARNING! Before installation, replacement

or removal of accessories, make sure that the

battery is disconnected from the tool and that
the switch is locked.

Installing the polishing attachment (Fig. A)

» Turn the polisher so that the support pad
(1) is facing up. Place the polishing attach-
ment (4) onto the support pad. Make sure
that there is no dirt on it.

» Check the machine on a flat surface and
start the engine. Always check that the ma-
chine is in good working order and that the
polishing disc is properly secured before
using the machine on a varnished surface.

Before operation

Before you begin, make sure the surface to

be treated is clean and dry.

The work area should be dry also. If neces-
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sary, remove road tar with a general cheaner
before polishing.
Also, remove excess grease spots, bug stains
etc.
Using liquid wax (Fig. C)
Apply three layers of liquid wax to the pol-
ishing pad (4). Do not apply wax directly to
the surface to be treated.The first application
should cover approximately 1/4 of the surface
to be treated. For the second and third appli-
cations of wax, use half the quantity stated
above. The polishing head will not be able to
absorb as much wax when reapplied.
Using paste wax (Fig. D)
Spread a teaspoon of wax evenly over the
entire surface of the nozzle (4). Use a spatula
or any flat object. Do not apply wax directly to
the surface to be treated.
OPERATION (Figs. E and H)
Place the polishing pad (4) on the pad (1). Ap-
ply wax to the polishing pad (4) as described
in the “Using Liquid Wax” and “Using Paste
Wax” sections above. To turn on the polisher,
move the switch (3) to side with the inscription
“I”.
To turn it off, nove the on/off switch to the side
marked “0”.
Always start and stop the polisher on or
against the surface. Do flat surfaces first-
hood,trunk and roof. Cover areas quickly with
broad,sweeping strokes in a criss-cross pat-
tern (Fig. E).
» Do not press on the polisher. The machine
works best under its own weight rather
than under pressure.
After flat surfaces are covered with wax,
do sides of he car. Hold the polisher as in
(Fig. F). It is not necessary to use a criss-
cross motion on doors and fenders.
Remove the polishing attachment (4) and
hand polish all hard-to-reach surfaces:
under bumpers, around door handles, etc.,
as shown in (Fig. G).
Remove the polishing pad (4) from the pol-
isher and install a clean finishing polishing
pad (purchased separately) as described
in the “Installing the Cover (Figure B)” sec-
tion above.
Buff the wax in the same order it was ap-
plied. Use long, wide strokes in a criss-
cross pattern. Do not press hard, let the
polisher work under its own weight (Figure
H).
Before launch:
» Before connecting the tool to the power
source, make sure that the switch is in
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good condition.

» Make sure that all parts of the tool are
intact and not damaged. Make sure all ac-
cessories are installed correctly.

» Make sure that the ventilation openings
are not blocked or blocked.

Using the tool
» Before use, make sure that the surface to
be treated is washed and free of dirt. Nev-
er use the tool on an uncleaned surface.
Particles or grains of sand left on the sur-
face may damage the finish when using a
polishing machine.
Remove all jewelry (rings, bracelets, etc.).
Do not wear loose clothing. Tuck long hair
under the headdress to prevent it from get-
ting caught on rotating parts tool.
Carry out work in a well-lit and well-venti-
lated area.
Use a suitable wax or polish for the job.
Always keep the polisher close to the
surface. This will make the machine work
more efficiently and will also prevent the
polishing compound from splashing out.
Place the polishing attachment onto the
support pad, making sure it is securely
fastened.
Apply the required amount of wax/polish to
the polishing pad.
Without turning on the machine, spread
the compound over the surface you will
polish. This will prevent splashing and en-
sure even distribution of the composition
over the surface. When working with a
large surface, divide it into small sections
and process them in turn.
Place the machine against the surface,
then turn it on at the lowest speed. Con-
tinue spreading the compound over the
surface to be polished. Hold the machine
firmly and maintain a stable position.
Increase the speed and distribute the mix-
ture in straight lines. Make sure these lines
overlap 50%. Slowly move the machine
over the surface until the polishing com-
pound becomes clear or dry (depending
on the type of compound used).
Use extreme caution when mechanically
polishing around or over sharp objects and
contours. It is very important to distribute
pressure evenly when polishing different
parts of the car body. For example, when
polishing the sharp edges of body panels
or the edges of the gutter along the top of
the body, apply light pressure.

Clean any remaining compound with a

vy

>
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microfiber cloth (by hand) or a sheep’s
wool polishing pad suitable for use on the
machine.

Working advice

Polishing

Select a low speed for polishing in order to

avoid excessive heating of the surface.

Apply the polish onto a somewhat smaller

surface than you intend to polish. Work the

polishing agent in with a suitable polishing
tool applying it crosswise or with circular mo-
tion and moderate pressure.

Do not allow the polishing agent to dry out

on the surface, otherwise the surface can be-

come damaged. Do not subject the surface to
be polished to direct sunlight.

Clean the polishing accessories regularly

to ensure good polishing results. Wash out

polishing accessories with a mild detergent
and warm water; do not use any abrsive or
solvent-based cleaner.

Maintenance and servicing

Maintenance and cleaning

» Before carrying out maintenance work,
changing accessories, etc., as well as
during transport and storage, remove the
battery from the device. There is a risk of
injury if it is switched on unintentionally.

» To ensure safe and efficient operation,
keep power tools and ventilation slots
clean at all times.

Storage and transportation

» The stated shelf life of the machine is 2
years.

Store the tool indoors with natural ventilation

in packaging at an air temperature of 10°C to

+50°C and air humidity not exceeding 80%.

Products can be transported by any type of

closed transport, with or without manufactur-

er’s packaging, while preserving the product
from mechanical damage and precipitation.

Before transporting, remove the battery and

attachments from the device.

Service

» Have your power tool repaired only by
qualified personnel using original spare
parts. This ensures the safety of the
power tool.

2. The warranty period for the electric ma-
chine is 12 months from the date of sale,
during the warranty period the service depart-
ment eliminates manufacturing defects and
replaces parts that have failed due to the fault
of the manufacturer free of charge. In the war-
ranty repair, an equivalent operable product
is not provided. Replaceable parts become
property of service providers.

P.I.T is not liable for any damage that may be
caused by operation of the electric machine.
3. Only clean tool accompanied with the
following duly executed documents: this War-
ranty Certificate, Warranty Card, with all fields
filled out, bearing the stamp of the trade orga-
nization and the signature of the buyer, shall
be accepted for warranty repair.

4. Warranty repair is not performed in the fol-
lowing cases:

- in the absence of a Warranty Certificate and
a Warranty Card or their incorrect execution;

- with failure of both a rotor and a stator of the
electric engine, charring or melting of primary
winding of the welding machine transformer,
charging or starting-charging device, with in-
ternal parts melting, burn down of electronic
circuit boards;

- if a Warranty Certificate or a Warranty Card
does not correspond to this electric machine
or to the form established by the supplier;
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- upon expiration of the warranty period;

- at attempts of opening or repair of the elec-
tric machine outside the warranty workshop;
making constructive changes and lubrication
of the tool during the warranty period, as ev-
idenced, for example, by the creases on the
spline parts of the fasteners of non-rotational
parts.

- when using electric tools for production or
other purposes connected with making a prof-
it, as well as in case of malfunctions related
to instability of the power network parameters
exceeding the norms established by GOST;

- in the events of improper operation (use the
electric machine for other than intended pur-
poses, attachments to the electric machine of
attachments, accessories, etc. not provided
by the manufacturer);

The service life of the product is determined
by the manufacturer and is 2 years from the
date of manufacture.

The owner is notified of any possible viola-
tions of the above terms of wa rranty service
upon completion of diagnostics in the service
center.

The owner of the tool entrusts the diagnostic
procedure to be conducted in the service cen-
ter in his absence.

Do not operate the electric machine when
there are signs of excessive heat, sparking, or
noise in the gearbox. To determine the cause
of the malfunction, the buyer should contact
the warranty service center.

Malfunctions caused by late replacement of
carbon brushes of the engine are eliminated
at the expense of the buyer.

5. The warranty does not cover:

- replacement accessories (accessories and
components), for example: batteries, discs,
blades, drill bits, borers, chucks, chains,
sprockets, collet clamps, guide rails, tension
and fastening elements, trimming device
heads, base of grinding and belt sander ma-
chines, hexagonal heads, etc.,

- fast wearing parts, for example: carbon
brushes, drive belts, seals, protective covers,
guiding rollers, guides, rubber seals, bear-
ings, toothed belts and wheels, shanks, brake
belts, starter ratchets and ropes, piston rings,
etc. Their replacement during the warranty
period is a paid service;

- power cords, in case of damage to the insu-
lation, power cords are subject to mandatory
replacement without the consent of the owner
(paid service);
