General Power Tool Safety Warnings

WARNING Read all safety warn-
Aings and all instructions. Failure to

follow the warnings and instructions
may result in electric shock, fire and/or seri-
ous injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for fu-

ture reference. The term “power tool” in the

warnings refers to your mainsoperated(cord-
ed) power tool or battery-operated (cordless)
power tool.

Work area safety

» Keep work area clean and well lit. Clut-
tered or dark areas invite accidents.

» Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence
of flammable liquids, gases or dust.
Power tools create sparks which may ig-
nite the dust or fumes.

» Keep children and bystanders away
while operating a power tool. Distrac-
tions can cause you to lose control.

Electrical safety

» Power tool plugs must match the outlet.
Never modify the plug in any way. Do
not use any adapter plugs with earthed
(grounded) power tools. Unmodified
plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk
of electric shock.

» Avoid body contact with earthed or
grounded surfaces, such as pipes, radi-
ators, ranges and refrigerators. There is
an increased risk of electric shock if your
body is earthed or grounded.

» Do not expose power tools to rain or
wet conditions. Water entering a power
tool will increase the risk of electric shock.

» Do not abuse the cord. Never use the
cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging
the power tool. Keep cord away from
heat, oil, sharp edges or moving parts.
Damaged or entangled cords increase the
risk of electric shock.

» When operating a power tool outdoors,
use an extension cord suitable for out-
door use. Use of a cord suitable for out-
door use reduces the risk of electric shock.

» If operating a power tool in a damp
location is unavoidable, use a residual
current device (RCD) protected supply.
Use of an RCD reduces the risk of electric
shock.

Personal safety

A
wrench or a key left attached to a rotating
part of the power tool may result in person-
al injury.

» Do not overreach. Keep proper footing
and balance at all times. This enables
better control of the power tool in unex-
pected situations.

» Dress properly. Do not wear loose
clothing or jewellery. Keep your hair,
clothing and gloves away from moving
parts. Loose clothes, jewellery or long hair
can be caught in moving parts.

» If devices are provided for the connec-
tion of dust extraction and collection
facilities, ensure these are connected
and properly used.

Power tool use and care
» Do not force the power tool. Use the

correct power tool for your application.
The correct power tool will do the job bet-
ter and safer at the rate for which it was
designed.

Do not use the power tool if the switch
does not turn it on and off. Any power
tool that cannot be controlled with the
switch is dangerous and must be repaired.
Disconnect the plug from the power
source and/or the battery pack from the
power tool before making any adjust-
ments, changing accessories, or stor-
ing power tools. Such preventive safety
measures reduce the risk of starting the
power tool accidentally.

Store idle power tools out of the reach
of children and do not allow persons
unfamiliar with the power tool or these
instructions to operate the power tool.
Power tools are dangerous in the hands of
untrained users.

Maintain power tools. Check for mis-
alignment or binding of moving parts,
breakage of parts and any other condi-
tion that may affect the power tool’s op-
eration. If damaged, have the power tool
repaired before use. Many accidents are
caused by poorly maintained power tools.
Keep cutting tools sharp and clean.
Properly maintained cutting tools with
sharp cutting edges are less likely to bind
and are easier to control.

» Use the power tool, accessories and
tool bits etc. in accordance with these
instructions, taking into account the
working conditions and the work to be
performed. Use of the power tool for oper-
ations different from those intended could
result in a hazardous situation.

» Keep handles and grasping surfaces
dry, clean and free from oil and grease.
Slippery handles and grasping surfaces do
not allow for safe handling and control of
the tool in unexpected situations.

Service

» Have your power tool serviced by a
qualified repair person using only iden-
tical replacement parts. This will ensure
that the safety of the power tool is main-
tained.

Safety instructions for planers

» Ensure good lighting and ventilation
of the workplace - during the planing
process, large quantities of chips are
formed.

» Wait until the blade shaft stops before
putting the power tool down. An ex-
posed rotating blade shaft may become
stuck in the surface, causing loss of
control and serious injury.

» ATTENTION! Failure to comply with
the above requirements may result in
product damage and failure. This mal-
function is not covered by the warranty
terms.

» Hold the tool by the insulated surfaces
provided as the cutting tool may touch
its own cord. Cutting a live cord may
charge metal parts of the power tool
and could result in electric shock.

» Secure the workpiece to a stable base
using clamps or other convenient
means. Holding the workpiece in your
hand or pressing it against you does
not provide a stable hold and it may be-
come out of control.

» Apply the power tool to the workpiece
only when it is switched on. Otherwise,
there is a risk of kickback when the
working tool jams in the part.

» Do not insert your hands into the saw-
dust ejector. You may be injured by ro-
tating parts.

» Never plan on metal objects, nails or
screws. The blades and blade shaft
may be damaged and cause excessive
vibration.
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> Use appropriate metal detectors to lo-
cate hidden pipes or wiring in the wall,
or contact your local utility company
for help. Contact with electrical wiring
may result in fire and electric shock.
Damage to the gas pipeline can lead to
an explosion. Damage to the water sup-
ply will cause property damage or may
cause electric shock.

» While working, always hold the plane
so that the sole of the plane rests flat
on the workpiece. Otherwise, the plane
may become distorted and cause injury.

» Do not use excessive force when work-
ing with the product. This will not speed
up the planing process, but will only
reduce the quality of work and shorten
the service life of the product.

» Watch for the ejection of chips from the
plane: when planing with a maximum
cutting depth, with great pressure,
as well as when planing raw wood,
the opening of the pipe may become
clogged with large or damp chips. To
avoid damage, regularly check and
clean the pipe opening.

» Hold the power tool firmly with both
hands while working and ensure a sta-
ble body position. With two hands you
can operate the power tool more se-
curely.

Assembling the device for station-
ary installation of the plane (not

included in the delivery package)

- install the frame on a strong, stable base.

- Secure the plane to the bed using the sup-
plied fasteners.

- use the regulator to set the required planing
depth;

-install the protective casing into the bushing
on the stand (flat side to the screw) until it
stops and secure with the screw.

Note! The protective casing covers part of
the sole and limits the area processed by the
knives by 3-8mm.

Note! The ability to operate the product in
stationary mode is ensured only by fixing the
switch key with the supplied bracket.

Adjusting the planing depth
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Using the adjustment knob, you can adjust
the planing depth. Counterclockwise rotation
reduces the planing depth. Clockwise rotation
increases the planing depth.
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Safety stop

The built-in safety allows you to put the plane
down immediately after use without the risk of
damaging the working surface of the knife and
the workpiece. With the correct orientation of
the plane, the safety stop moves into the sole
when entering the workpiece.

Turn on/off

Power tools

Turn on: To turn on the power tool, press the
lock button, and while holding it in this posi-
tion, press the on/off button.

Turn off: To turn the power tool on, release
the on/off switch button.

Note: For safety reasons, the switch cannot
be locked and must be kept pressed during
operation.

Replacement of the scraper knife
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The design of the blades 32 provides for the

possibility of sharpening. When the cutting

edges become dull, the blades 32 are dis-
mantled, sharpened using a special device,
and after adjustment they are again mounted

on the drum 33.

* Turn the power tool over and unscrew the
bolts 22 using a socket wrench 18 (see
Fig. 13).

* Remove the cover 29, and the blade 32
assembled with the adjusting plate 30.

* Unscrew the screws 31 and remove the
adjusting plate 30 from the blade 32.

* Clean all parts with a soft brush.

» Sharpen blades 32 as described below.

» Before installing a new (sharpened) blade
32, it is necessary to perform adjustment
using template 17.

* Place blade 32 on adjustment template
17 (see Fig. 14.2).Attention: template 17
is adjusted at the factory and does not re-
quire additional adjustment.

» Align the cutting edge of the blade 32
along the protrusion of the template 17.
Press the vertical part of the adjustment
plate 30 against the vertical surface of
the template 17 as shown in Figure 14.2.
Align the holes in the adjustment plate 30
with the holes in the blade 32, moving the
adjustment plate 30 along the template 17
Tighten the screws 31.If, due to repeated
sharpening, the length of the blade 32
is not enough for adjustment, then both
blades 32 must be replaced.

* Install the blade 32 assembled with the ad-
justing plate 30 on the drum 33, as shown
in Figure 14.3.

» Attach a metal ruler to the side surfaces of
support plates 1 and 9 and align the side
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of blade 32 with it (see Fig. 15.1).

» Install cover 29 and tighten bolts 22 using
socket wrench 18 (see Fig. 15.2).

* Repeat all operations for the second blade
32.

Sharpening electric planer blades (see Fig.

14.1).

Attention! Always sharpen both blades

32 at the same time and only using the

special tool 16, this will ensure the correct

sharpening angle.

* Remove both blades 32 as described
above.

* Loosen the nuts 38 and place both blades
32 on the sharpening device 16 (see Fig.
14.1). The backs of the blades 32 should
rest against the stops of the template 35.

» Tighten the nuts 38. The heads of the
clamping bolts 34 must securely fix both
blades 32, pressing them against the tem-
plate 35, eliminating displacement. The
cutting edges of the blades 32 must be in
the same plane (see Fig. 14.1).

* Sharpen both blades 32 on a damp,
coarse-grit whetstone.

* Polish both blades 32 on a damp, fine-
grain finishing stone. It is also recommend-
ed to polish the surfaces of the cutting
edges of the blades 32 to ensure best
results.

» Install both blades 32 as described above.

Removing dust and chips

Dust from certain materials, such as lead

paints, certain types of wood, minerals and

metals, can be harmful to health.

Touching dust and inhaling dust may cause

allergic reactions and/or respiratory tract ill-

nesses for the operator or nearby personnel.

Certain types of dust, e.g. oak and beech, are

considered carcinogenic, especially in combi-

nation with wood additives (chromate, wood
preservative). Material containing asbestos
must only be processed by specialists.

- If possible, use a dust extraction system

suitable for the material.

- Ventilate your work area well.

- It is recommended to use a respiratory mask

with a P2 class filter.

Observe the regulations applicable in your

country for the materials being processed.

» Avoid dust accumulation in the work-
place.Dust can be flammable. Clean the
chip spout regularly. To clear a clogged
chip spout, use a suitable product, such as
a piece of wood, compressed air, etc.

» Do not insert your hands into the saw-

dust ejector.You may be injured by rotat-
ing parts.
To ensure optimal chip removal, always use
an external dust extraction device or dust/chip
bag.
Own dust removal system
For small jobs, you can use a dust/chip bag.
Fit the dust bag fitting tightly onto the sawdust
outlet. Empty the dust/chip bag promptly to
maintain optimal conditions for dust/chip re-
moval.
Recommendations when working

with power tools

Strictness

* Make sure the workpiece is securely
clamped.

* Place the front support plate on the sur-
face to be processed, without the blades
contacting the surface to be processed.

e Turn on the power tool and wait until the
drum reaches maximum speed.

» After that, move the power tool forward
evenly. Control the feed speed - it takes
some time to complete the operation. Too
high a feed speed will not speed up the
work process, but will overload the power
tool and negatively affect the quality of the
surface being processed.

» At the beginning of the planing process,
press harder on the front of the power tool,
and at the end - on the back, this will avoid
uneven removal of the layer of chips at the
beginning and end of planing.

» The planing process is made easier if the
workpiece is tilted so that it can be planed
at a downward angle.

* Do not turn off the power tool during the
operation; first you must interrupt the con-
tact of the blades with the workpiece, for
example, raise the power tool above the
surface to be processed.

Recommendations for improving

the quality of the resulting surface
The quality of the resulting surface is deter-
mined by the depth of planing, feed speed,
direction of planing and the condition of the
blades.
¢ Planing depth - with a small planing
depth, the surface is smoother, but more
passes are required to remove a layer of
the required thickness.
For pre-processing - set a larger planing
depth - this will speed up the work process.
For finishing - set the planing depth to a
lower value - this will result in a smoother sur-

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face.

¢ Feed speed - low feed speed results in a
smoother surface.

¢ Planing direction (along / against the
grain) - when planing along the wood
grain, the surface is smoother.

¢ Condition of the blades - when planing
with dull blades, or with blades that have
nicks or chips, the surface of the wood be-
ing processed may have defects (hairiness,
longitudinal stripes, etc.). Paying special
attention to checking the condition of the
blades will make the job safer and help
you achieve better results when doing it.

Folding

» Using the side stop, set the required fold
width.

* Using the vertical stop, set the required
fold height.

» Perform planing by pressing the side stop
against the side surface of the workpiece.
Repeat the operation until the desired re-
sult is achieved.

Chamfering edges

The V-shaped groove allows you to chamfer

the edges of workpieces.

Tilt the power tool 45° and plan. When per-

forming this operation, pay special attention to

the angle of the power tool and the uniformity
of feed.

Equipment Maintenance

» Before any manipulations with the power
tool, remove the plug from the socket.

ATTENTION:

- Before starting the planer, check that the

screws are tightly tightened.

- Before starting the plane, turn the blade

holder manually and check that the blades

are not hitting anything.

- After replacing the knives, be sure to check

the operation of the plane at idle speed.

If any abnormal noise or vibration is observed

during operation, do not operate the tool!

You must contact an authorized P.I.T. service

center to troubleshoot the problem. Before

performing any maintenance or testing on the
tool, you must remove the plug from the elec-
trical outlet.

Replacing the drive belt

To replace the drive belt, loosen the screw

and remove the belt cover. Remove the worn

drive belt. Before installing the new drive belt,
thoroughly remove any debris from the pulley
and drive train. Install the new drive belt onto
the top of the drive train and, while turning it

slowly by hand, press it against large pulley.
Make sure the drive belt fits exactly along the
drive gear and pulley longitudinal grooves.
Place the belt cover back on top and tighten it
with the screw so that the drive belt fits exact-
ly into the drive gear and pulley longitudinal
grooves.
- To ensure safe and proper operation, always
keep the machine and ventilation openings
clean.
- Clean the knife guard regularly and ensure
its proper operation.
- If the carbon brushes are worn, contact an
authorized P.I.T. service center.
Service
» Have your power tool repaired only by
qualified personnel using original spare
parts to ensure safety.

Storage and transportation
Store the tool indoors with natural ventilation
in the packaging at an air temperature of 0°C
to +50°C and air humidity not exceeding 80%.

TERMS OF WARRANTY SERVICE

To customers (users) of warranty service:

1. This warranty certificate is the only docu-
ment that confirms your right to free warranty
service. If this proof is not presented, no
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claims will be accepted. Warranty certifi cates
cannot be recovered if lost or damaged.

2. It is required to provide a valid and legal
document for purchasing the product. The
document must have the name or seal of the
sales company; at the same time, state the
full model name of the purchased P.I.T. prod-
uct, the serial number on the nameplate of the
fuselage, and the date of purchase, and the
required warranty. The whole machine and its
accessories.

The warranty period:

1. The warranty period of the product is
12months from the date of sale. During the
warranty period, the service department
will eliminate manufacturing defects free of
charge and replace the parts that fail due to
the manufacturer’s fault. In warranty repair, an
equivalent operable product is not provided.
Replaceable parts become the property of the
service provider.

2. The wear degree on the diameter of the
motor rotor commutator is less than 0.4 mm
(except for brushless motor tools), and the
internal damage caused by the quality of the
tool belongs to the warranty.

The following situations occur during the
warranty period, which is not covered by the
warranty:

1. In the absence of any valid legal documents
(invoices) such as warranty certificates

and warranty cards to prove the date of
purchase.

2.Damage caused by natural wear and
overload. (For example, motor rotor and stator
failure caused by overload, scorching or
melting of the primary winding of the welding
machine transformer, charging or starting the
charging device, melting of internal parts,
burning of electronic circuit boards, etc.)
3.The casing and power cord are
mechanically damaged, as well as damage
caused by corrosive media and high and low
temperature, foreign objects entering the
ventilation network of the motor, and damage
caused by improper storage (corrosion of
metal parts);

4. Damage caused by improper carrying,
transportation and storage by users.

5. Products that are opened, repaired,
replaced or modified by users themselves.

6. Any damage caused by indiscriminate use,
beyond the scope of use of the tool, and
not in accordance with the instructions for
use and maintenance. (see chapter “Safety
Precautions” in the manual);

7. The damage caused by the following
situations is not guaranteed due to improper
use

and non-quality problems:

(1) When the power tool is running at high
speed, use the braking device to forcibly stop
the rotation.

(2) Excessive pressure is applied to the tool
during the use of the tool.

(3) Use the tool outside the scope of its
purpose and capabilities.

(4) Damage caused by the tool working in
a dusty environment for a long time without
timely maintenance of the tool.

(5) Change the rotation direction of the work
head before the tool stops completely.

(6) Shock the battery or charger and replace
the plug of the charger without permission,
causing damage to the battery or charger.

(7) Damage caused by two-stroke gasoline
tools not being fueled in the correct
proportions.

The warranty does not include:

1. Replacement of accessories (accessories
and components) such as batteries, discs,
blades, drills, drills, chucks, chains, sprockets,
collet clamps, guide rails, tension and
fastening elements, dresser heads, grinders
And belt sander base machine, hexagonal
head, etc.;

2. Wearing parts, such as: carbon brushes,
transmission belts, seals, protective covers,
guide rollers, guide rails, rubber seals,
bearings, toothed belts and wheels, shanks,
brake belts, starter ratchets and ropes, piston
rings Wait.
