General safety instructions for power tools

WARNING Read all warnings and
Asafety instructions. Failure to follow

the safety instructions and instruc-

tions can result in electric shock, fire and seri-
ous injury.
Retain these instructions and directions
for future use.The term “power tool” as used
in these instructions and instructions applies
to both mains operated power tools (with
mains lead) and cordless power tools (without
mains lead).

Work area safety

» Keep work area clean and well lit. A
mess or unlit work area can lead to acci-
dents.

» Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence
of flammable liquids, gases or dust.
Power tools generate sparks that can ig-
nite dust or vapors.

» Keep children and bystanders away
while operating a power tool. If you are
distracted, you could lose control of the
power tool.

» Electrical safety

» Power tool plugs must match the outlet.
Never modify the plug in any way. Do
not use any adapter plugs with earthed
(grounded) power tools. Unmodified
plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk
of electric shock.

» Avoid body contact with earthed or
grounded surfaces, such as pipes,
heating elements, stoves and refrigerators.
There is an increased risk of electric shock
when grounding your body.

» Protect the power tool from rain and
moisture. Water entering a power tool in-
creases the riskelectric shock.

» Do not abuse the cord. Never use the
cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging
the power tool. or to pull the plug from the
outlet.Protect the cord from heat, oil, sharp
edges, or the moving parts of the power
tool. Damaged or tangled cord increases
the risk of electric shock.

» When operating a power tool outdoors,
use suitable extension cables. Use of an
outdoor suitable extension cable reduces
the risk of injuryelectric shock.

» If it is unavoidable to use the power tool

in a damp room, connect the power tool
through a residual current device. Device
application protective shutdown reduces
the risk of electrical shock.

Safety of people

» Be careful what you are doing and start
working with the power tool wisely. Do
not operate a power tool when you are
tired or under the influence of drugs,
alcohol or medication. One moment of
inattention when operating a power tool-
can cause serious injury.

» Wear personal protective equipment
and always safety goggles Use person-
al protective equipment such as face
shield, non-slip footwear, safety helmet
or organ protectionhearing loss, depending
on the type of power tool operation, reduc-
es the risk of injury.

» Prevent starting the power tool unin-
tentionally.power tool and / or battery,
make sure the power tool is switched
off.Holding your finger on the switch while
transporting and plugging in the power
tool while the power tool is switched on is
fraught with accidents.

» Remove the setting tool or wrenches
before switching on the power tool. A
tool or wrench in a rotating part of the pow-
er tool can cause injury.

» Do not assume an unnatural body posi-
tion. Always maintain a stable position
and balance. This allows you to better
control the power tool in unexpected situa-
tions.

» Wear suitable work clothing. Do not
wear loose clothing or jewelry. Keep
hair, clothing, and gloves away from mov-
ing parts. Wide clothing, jewelry orlong
hair can be pulled in by the rotating parts.

» If it is possible to install dust extraction
and dust collection devices, check their
connection and correct use. The use
of a dust extractor can reduce the danger
posed by dust.

» A good knowledge of power tools re-
sulting from frequent use should not
lead to overconfidence and neglect of
power tool safety. One negligent action in
a split second can result in serious injury

» ATTENTION! If an interruption occurs in
the operation of the power tool due to to-
tal or partial power outage or damage to
the power control circuit, install a breaker
to the Off position, making sure it is not
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locked (if present). Unplug the mains plug
or disconnect the removable battery. This
will prevent an uncontrolled restart.

» Qualified personnel in accordance with this
manual means persons who are familiar
with adjustment, installation, commission-
ing, maintenance of the power tool.

» Persons at least 18 years of age who have
studied the technical description, instruc-
tions are allowed to work with the power
tool.manual and safety rules.

» The product is not intended for use by
persons (including children) with reduced
physical, sensory or mental faculties or,
if they have no life experience or knowl-
edge, if they are not under have not been
instructed in the use of the power tool by a
person responsible for their safety.

Power tool use and handling

» Do not overload the power tool. Use the
specified power tool for your work. With
the right power tool, you perform better
andmore reliable in the specified power
range.

» Do not operate a power tool with a de-
fective switch. Power tool that does not
lend itself on or off is dangerous and must
be repaired.

» Before setting up the power tool,
changing accessories or storing the
power tool, unplug and / or unplug the
power tool.if possible, battery. This safety
precaution prevents the power tool from
being started unintentionally.

» Store power tools out of the reach of
children. Do not allow persons un-
familiar with the power tool or these
instructions to operate the power tool.
Power tools are dangerous in the hands of
inexperienced persons.

» Take good care of your power tool.
Check the function and movement of
the moving parts of the power tool for
breakage or damage that would ad-
versely affect the function of the power
tool. Damaged parts must be repaired
before using the power tool. Poor main-
tenance of power tools causes a large
number of accidents.Keep the cutting
tool sharpened and clean. Carefully
maintained cutting tools Sharp cutting edg-
es are less likely to jam and are easier to
guide.

» Use power tools, accessories, tools,
etc. in accordance with these instruc-
tions. When doing this, take into ac-

count the working conditions and the
work to be carried out. The use of power
tools for operations other than those speci-
fied can result in a hazardous situation.

» Keep the handles and gripping surfaces
dry and clean and free of oil or grease.
Slippery grips and gripping surfaces pre-
vent safe handling of the tool and prevent
reliable control of it in unforeseen situa-
tions.

Application and maintenance of cordless

tools

> Use the battery only in combination
with your P.I.T. This is the only way to
prevent dangerous battery overload.

» Charge the batteries only in the char-
gers recommended by the manufactur-
er. A charger designed for a particular type
of battery may cause a fire hazard when
used with other batteries.

» Use only batteries specified for this
purpose in power tools. Using other bat-
teries may cause injury and fire hazard.

Important safety instructions for working

with the battery pack.

Warning: Use only original P.I.T. batteries.

Using non-P.I.T. batteries or batteries that

have been modified may cause the battery

to explode, causing heat, personal injury and
property damage. This will also automatically
void the P.I.T. warranty. for instrument and

P.L.T. charger.

» Before using the battery pack, read all i

structions and warnings on the charger.

Before using the battery pack, read all in-

structions and warnings on the charger.

Do not disassemble the battery pack.

Do not drop or hit the battery pack.

Do not use a damaged battery pack

If the operating time of the battery pack

decreases significantly, stop using it im-

mediately. Otherwise In this case, the unit

may overheat, resulting in burns and even
an explosion.

» If electrolyte gets in your eyes, rinse with
plenty of clean water and consult a doctor
immediately. This can lead to loss of vi-
sion.

» Do not short-circuit the contacts of the bat-
tery pack with each other:

» (1) Do not touch the contacts with any con-
ductive object.

» (2) Do not store the battery pack in a con-
tainer with other metal objects such as
nails, coins, etc.

Itself can lead to high currents, overheat-
ing, possible burns and even damage to
the unit.

Do not store the tool and the battery car-
tridge in locations where temperatures can
reach or exceed 50 ° C (122 ° F).

Do not dispose of the battery pack in fire,
even if it is badly damaged or completely
out of order. The battery pack may explode
if exposed to fire.

If the battery is damaged or misused,
gas can be emitted. Provide fresh air and
consult a doctor if complaints occur. The
gases can irritate the respiratory tract.

If the battery is damaged or used improp-
erly, gas may escape. Provide fresh air
and consult a doctor if complaints occur.
The gases can irritate the respiratory tract.
From time to time clean the ventilation
slots of the battery with a soft, dry and
clean brush.

Charge the battery pack without complete-
ly discharging it. Be sure to stop using the
tool and charge the unit if you notice a de-
crease in the power of the tool.

Never recharge a fully charged battery
pack. Overcharging will shorten the battery
life.

Charge the battery pack at room tempera-
ture. Allow a hot battery pack to cool be-
fore charging.

Charge the lithium-ion battery pack if you
will not be using the tool for a long time
(more six months).

Do not open the battery. There is a risk of
a short circuit.

Protect the battery from high temperatures
such as prolonged exposure to the sun,
fire, water and moisture. There is a danger
of explosion.

Store the battery in a temperature range of
0 to 45 ° C. Do not leave the battery in the
car in summer

The supplied lithium-ion batteries must be
operated in accordance with legal require-
ments.Dangerous Goods Statements.For
commercial transport, such as by a third
party or freight forwarder, must be applied
to the packaging special warnings and
markings. Always consult with a hazard-
ous material alam. Also comply with local
codes and ordinances. They can be strict-
er.Close or secure the open contacts and
pack the battery so that it does not move

around the package.
Observe local regulations regarding the
disposal of the battery pack.

Service

Have your power tool repaired only by
qualified personnel and only with original
spare parts. This ensures the safety power
tool.

Safety instructions for grinders

>

>

Use power tools for dry sanding only.
Water entering a power tool will increase
the risk of electric shock.

Bring the power tool to the workpiece
only when it is switched on and imme-
diately switch it off by removing the
workpiece.The power tool may be sud-
denly moved

Wear protective gloves and never touch
the moving sanding belt.There is a risk
of injury.

Do not expose others to danger from
flying sparks. Remove nearby flamma-
ble materials. Sparks fly out when grind-
ing metals.

Do not use worn, torn or badly dam-
aged sanding belts. Damaged sanding
belts can break, fly out and cause injury.
Caution: risk of fire! Avoid overheating
of the sanding surface and the sander.
Always empty the dust container before
breaks from work. Sanding dust accumu-
lated in a dust bag, microfilter, paper bag
(or filter bag / vacuum cleaner) can ignite
spontaneously under unfavorable con-
ditions, e.g. from a spark when grinding
metals.A particular hazard occurs when
sanding dust is mixed with residues of
varnish, polyurethane or other chemicals,
and the sanding surface becomes hot from
prolonged work.

Clean the ventilation slots on the power
tool regularly.The motor fan draws dust
into the housing, and large accumulations
of metal dust can cause an electrical haz-
ard.

Secure the workpiece.The workpiece,
mounted in a clamping device or in a vice,
is held more securely than in your hand.
Wait until the power tool comes to a
complete stop and only then release it
from your hands.The work tool can jam
and this can lead to loss of control of the
power tool.

Hold the power tool firmly with both
hands when working and be sure your
body is stable.You can guide the power
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tool more securely with both hands.

» Sanding wood, metals, plastics and other
materials.

* Smoothing of rough boards, chamfering,
rounding of edges.

* Removal of rust, paint, varnish and stains.

Switching the grinder on / off (Figure A)

Turning the sander on/off

To turn on the sander:

* Insert the battery pack.

» Pull the switch trigger (B).

To turn off the grinder:

» Release the trigger of the switch.

Interlock engaging button

» The on lock function allows you to lock the
switch trigger in the on position.

The switch interlock allows you to operate the

grinder for extended periods of time.

» If during use you have the lock function
activated and the battery pack is removed
from the grinder, immediately disable the
lock function.

» Also, do not block the switch if you need to
suddenly stop the grinder.

Warning!

Before connecting the grinder to the power

source, always make sure that it is not in the

“Blocked”. Failure to do so may result in acci-

dental starting of the tool and may result in

serious injury.

To lock the switch:

» Pull the trigger on the switch.

» Press the lock button.

» Release the trigger of the switch.

» Release the lock button.

NOTE: To release the lock, push and release

the switch trigger.

Removing and installing the battery pack

(Figure B)

Press the battery pack release button to re-

lease and slide it.

Remove the battery from your tool.

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After recharging, insert it back until it clicks. A
simple push and a little pressure will suffice.
Do not use force when inserting the battery
cartridge. If the battery
Choosing sanding belts Choosing the right
size and type of sanding belt is an important
step in achieving a high quality sanding sur-
face. Aluminum oxide, silicon carbide, and
other synthetic abrasives are best for grind-
ing.

Generally, when sanding, coarse grit removes

most of the material, while fine grit provides

the best finish.

The condition of the sanding surface deter-

mines which grit is suitable for the best per-

formance. If the surface is rough, start with

a coarse grit and sand until the surface is

smooth. Then use the middle grit to remove

scratches left by coarser grit. Finally, use finer
abrasive for surface finishing. When sanding,
always reduce the grit size of the abrasive un-
til the surface of the material being processed
is uniform. (Figure C)
For installation / replacement of grinding
(Figure D. E)

Tapes:

» Remove the battery pack.

» Place the grinder on its side.

» Swing the clamping lever out completely.
The sanding belt is now free and can be
removed.

» Fit a new abrasive belt, making sure that
the direction of the arrows on the inside of
the abrasive belt and on the housing is the
same.

» Return the clamping lever to its original
position.Raise the power tool and switch it
on.

When switched on and during sanding, the

belt travel is automatically centered. Make

sure that the sanding belt does not touch the

housing. (Figure F)

Check the belt run regularly and adjust it with

the adjustment knob if necessary.

The lifespan of the belt is greatly increased if

you regularly track the position of the sanding

belt. When properly adjusted, the outer edge
of the sander should be flush with the outer
edge of the sander base.

When installing a new sanding belt, it may be

necessary to repeat the adjustment several

times until the belt movement is aligned.

Warning! Before connecting the grinder to the

power source, always check that the switch

is not in the “locked” position. Failure to do so
may result in the grinder starting up acciden-

tally, resulting in serious injury. which could

result in serious injury.

Follow these steps to adjust the sanding belt:

» Insert the battery pack.

» Turn the machine over with the grinding
surface up.

NOTE: This position is for adjustment only.

The sanding belt must not come into contact

with the work piece or any foreign object

when adjusting the belt movement.

» Pull the trigger of the switch and release
immediately. Use the adjusting screw to
align the belt travel until it is securely in
place and slips off the guide rollers. If the
sanding belt wears unevenly, it is likely to
be incorrectly adjusted and rubbing about
internal details. If so, adjust the adjusting
screw.

» Start the grinder and adjust smoothly until
the belt has stabilized

Warning! Keep hands and fingers away from

the moving sanding belt. Do not wear loose

clothing or jewelry while operating the grinder.

Dust bag (Figure G)

Warning

» Do not use a dust bag when sanding met-
al. Using a dust bag when sanding metal
creates a fire hazard that can damage the
instrument and cause serious injury.

To attach the dust bag:

» Remove the battery pack.

» Slide the catch of the dust container onto
the connection for the vacuum cleaner.Do
not empty the dust bag when it is no more
than half full. This action allows air to pass
better.through the bag. Always empty and
thoroughly clean the dust bag after sand-
ing and before storing the sander.

Warning:

» Collected sanding dust from sanding sur-
face coatings such as polyurethanes, lin-
seed oil, etc., may self-ignite in a sanding
machine dust bag or elsewhere and cause
a fire. To reduce the risk of fire, empty the
dust frequently.collection (every 10-15
minutes) while sanding and never store or
leave the sander without a full emptying
the dust container. Also follow the recom-
mendations of the coating manufacturer.

To empty the dust bag:

* Remove the battery pack.

» Remove the dust bag from the grinder.

* Unzip the dust bag

» Shake out dust.

* Zip up the dust bag.

NOTE: You should periodically turn the dust
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container inside out and clean it thoroughly.

Grinder control

» Securely fix the material to be processed.
Loose material can be thrown towards the
operator, resulting in personal injury.

» Wait for the belt to run completely before
starting work.

» Lower the sander onto the work surface
with a gentle forward motion.

» Slowly move the cordless belt sander ma-
chine across the work surface using the
rear handle to operate the sander and the
front handle to guide the sander.

Warning:

Hold the sander firmly with both hands at all

times. Failure to do so could result in loss of

control, which could result in serious injury.

- Do not put excessive pressure on the ma-
chine during operation, the weight of the
machine is sufficient for a normal grinding
process. Uneven surface finish

- Uneven surface finish
- Clogged sanding belt
- Premature wear of the sanding belt
- Possible engine burnout
Correct hand placement (Figure H)
The grinder has a front handle and a rear
handle for ease of use and to maintain prop-
er control. These grips allow for two-handed
operation for proper control and keep your
hands away from the sanding belt. When
operating the grinder, always hold the front
handle with your left hand and the rear handle
with your right.

Warning

» Keep hands and fingers away from the
walking sanding belt, front idler roller and
drive roller assembly. Failure to do so
could result in serious injury.

» Do not let your fingers touch the edges of
the sander. If the sanding belt comes off or
is not adjusted properly, your fingers may
come into contact with the moving sanding
belt, which could result in serious injury.

» The grinding machine is designed to be
operated as shown in the figure with both
hands. Never use overhead or with the
sanding belt upside down, this could cause
serious injury.

Recommendations for use

Do not try to increase the feed rate of the

product or use excessive force when working

with it. This will not speed up the workflow, but
it will reduce the quality of work and shorten
the life of the consumable and the product as

a whole.

If the power tool overheats, especially when
operating at low speed, set the speed to max-
imum and run the machine at no load for 2-3
minutes to cool the engine. Avoid prolonged
use at very low speeds.

Always use an abrasive belt that is suitable

for the material being processed. Always

make sure the workpiece is securely clamped
or clamped to prevent movement. For large
panels, support close to the sanding area.

Any material movement can affect the sand-

ing quality.

Start the sander before sanding and turn it off

only after you have stopped sanding. For best

results, sand along the structure of the mate-
rial. Do not start sanding without the sanding
belt attached.

Maintenance and Service

Maintenance and Cleaning

» Dis connect the battery pack before car-
rying out any adjustment, maintenance or
service work.

» This power tool does not require additional
lubrication or maintenance.

» There are no user serviceable parts in the
tool.

» Never use water or chemical cleaners to
clean your power tool. Wipe it with a dry
cloth.

» Keep the motor vents clean. Keep all oper-
ating controls free of dust.

Service

» Have your power tool repaired only by
qualified personnel and only with original
replacement parts. This ensures the safety
of the power tool.

Storage and transportation

ventilation in the package at air temperature

from 0°C to +50°C and air humidity not more

than 80%.

Remove the battery and accessories from the

power tool before transporting.

TERMS OF WARRANTY SERVICE

To customers (users) of warranty service:

1. This warranty certificate is the only docu-
ment that confirms your right to free warranty
service. If this proof is not presented, no
claims will be accepted. Warranty certificates
cannot be recovered if lost or damaged.

2. It is required to provide a valid and legal
document for purchasing the product. The
document must have the name or seal of the
sales company; at the same time, state the
full model name of the purchased P.I.T. prod-
uct, the serial number on the nameplate of the
fuselage, and the date of purchase, and the
required warranty. The whole machine and its
accessories.

The warranty period:

1. The warranty period of the product is 12
months from the date of sale. During the
warranty period, the service department
will eliminate manufacturing defects free of
charge and replace the parts that fail due to
the manufacturer’s fault. In warranty repair, an
equivalent operable product is not provided.
Replaceable parts become the property of the
service provider.

2. The wear degree on the diameter of the
motor rotor commutator is less than 0.4 mm
(except for brushless motor tools), and the
internal damage caused by the quality of the
tool belongs to the warranty.

The following situations occur during the
warranty period, which is not covered by the
warranty:

1. In the absence of any valid legal docu-
ments (invoices) such as warranty certificates
and warranty cards to prove the date of pur-
chase.

2. Damage caused by natural wear and over-
load. (For example, motor rotor and stator fail-
ure caused by overload, scorching or melting
of the primary winding of the welding machine

transformer, charging or starting the charging
device, melting of internal parts, burning of
electronic circuit boards, etc.)

3. The casing and power cord are mechani-
cally damaged, as well as damage caused by
corrosive media and high and low tempera-
ture, foreign objects entering the ventilation
network of the motor, and damage caused by
improper storage (corrosion of metal parts);

4. Damage caused by improper carrying,
transportation and storage by users.

5. Products that are opened, repaired, re-
placed or modified by users themselves.

6. Any damage caused by indiscriminate use,
beyond the scope of use of the tool, and not
in accordance with the instructions for use
and maintenance. (see chapter “Safety Pre-
cautions” in the manual);

7. The damage caused by the following situ-
ations is not guaranteed due to improper use
and non-quality problems:

(4) Damage caused by the tool working in
a dusty environment for a long time without
timely maintenance of the tool.

(6) Shock the battery or charger and replace
the plug of the charger without permission,
causing damage to the battery or charger.

(7) Damage caused by two-stroke gasoline
tools not being fueled in the correct propor-
tions.

The warranty does not include:

1. Replacement of accessories (accessories
and components) such as batteries, discs,
blades, drills, drills, chucks, chains, sprockets,
collet clamps, guide rails, tension and fasten-
ing elements, dresser heads, grinders And
belt sander base machine, hexagonal head,
etc,;
