Safety Notes

General Power Tool Safety Warnings

WARNING Read all safety warnings
and all instructions.

Failure to follow all instructions listed below
may result in electric shock, fire and/or seri-
ous injury. The term “power tool” in all of the
warnings listed below refers to your mains
operated (corded) power tool or battery oper-
ated (cordless) power tool.

Work area safety

» Keep work area clean and well lit. Clut-
tered or dark areas invite accidents.

» Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence
of flammable liquids, gases or dust.
Power tools create sparks which may ig-
nite the dust or fumes.

» Keep children and bystanders away
while operating a power tool. Distrac-
tions can cause you to lose control.

Electrical safety

» Power tool plugs must match the outlet.
Never modify the plug in any way. Do
not use any adapter plugs with earthed
(grounded) power tools. Unmodified
plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk
of electric shock.

» Avoid body contact with earthed or
grounded surfaces, such as pipes, radi-
ators, ranges and refrigerators. There is
an increased risk of electric shock if your
body is earthed or grounded.

» Do not expose power tools to rain or
wet conditions. Water entering a power
tool will increase the risk of electric shock.

» Do not abuse the cord. Never use the
cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging
the power tool.

USE

Loading staples/nails

» tilt the tool or lay the tool flat, so the sta-
ples or nails will not drop out while loading.

» press lever A while pulling slider B back-
wards.

» place the nail strip into magazine C (maxi-
mal capacity 90 nails).

» push slider B against tacker head D until it
snaplocks.

Attention

Make sure that

» the staple strip is loaded with the crown
aligning with the top line of the magazine C.

» the nail strip is loaded with the tapered end
aligning with the bottom line of the maga-
zine C, so the brad nail head rest right into
the grooves which corresponds with the
symbol of nail length on tacker head D.

» push slider B against tacker head D until it
snaplocks.

Operating the tool

» firmly press tacker head D against the
workpiece until it is pushed in a few milli-
meters, when LED is lighting.

» briefl y press trigger F and then release
again.

» Trigger F is locked as long as you do not
press tacker head D against the work-
piece, thus preventing accidental opera-
tion.

» At 20 shots/min,tacker should be allowed
to cool down after 30 minutes as it is only
rated for short-time duty.

» remove all staples/nails from the maga-
zine after each use.

Impact control

With knob G the required impact level can be

adjusted in steps

» indicator G shows the selected impact lev-
el.

» “-” for thin and light materials such as foils
and fabrics.

» “+” for thick and tough materials such as
hard woods and walls.

» before starting a job, fi nd the optimal im-
pact level by testing out on spare material.

Application advice

» Fastening panels.

» Do not use the tool for fastening ceiling
panelling on profi led wood or grooves.

» Fixing textiles.

» Avoid blank shots in order to reduce the
wear of the impact strike.

Nail instructions for tackers

» Rougly, the hardness of wood is divid-
ed into 3 levels:

- High
- Medium
- Low

» Nails of different length are applicable for
different wood hardness.

» The tool has a recoil when firing, so two
hands operation is suggested, to have a
better control of the operation.

Unblocking jammed fasteners

» In the unlikely event that nails become
jammed, follow these instructions to re-
move them.

» unplug BATTERY PACKAGE before re-
moving.

- tilt the tool or lay the tool flat, so the sta-
ples or nails will not drop out while loading.
- press lever A while pulling slider B back-
wards.

- take the jammed nail out magazine C.

Battery pack

» The tool uses an 20V battery pack, when
ordering replacement battery packs, be
sure to include catalogue number and volt-
age.

To install the battery pack

» Line up the guide slots on the battery and
on the base of the tool. Slide the battery
pack firmly into place until you hear the
lock snap into place as shown in picture
above.

» To remove the battery pack from the tool,
press the release button and firmly slide
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the battery pack out until it is released.

Battery charger

» The charger can charge the battery in ap-
proximately 1-hour.

» Be sure to read all safety instructions be-
fore using your charge.

» There are no user serviceable parts inside
the charger. Servicing by an authorized
service centre is required to avoid damage
to static sensitive internal components.

» Read all of the instructions in the battery
charger section to this manual before at-
tempting to charge the battery pack for the
tool.

» Always use correct battery pack (pack
supplied with tool or replacement pack ex-
actly like it.), never install any other battery
pack, it could damage the tool and may
create a hazardous condition, as well as
voiding any warranty you may have.

Charging procedure

The charger require no adjustment and are

designed to be as easy as possible to oper-

ate.

» Plug the charger into an appropriate AC
power outlet.

» Slide the battery pack onto the charger, as
shown in picture making sure the pack is
fully seated in the charger. The red LED
will become illuminated to tell you that the
battery pack is on charge.

» The battery pack will be fully charged in
approximately 1 hour. When the green
LED becomes illuminated, the charging is
complete.

Important charging notes

Longest life and best performance can be

obtained if the battery pack is charged when

the air temperature is between 65°F and 75°F

(18-24°C).

Do not charge the battery pack in an air tem-

perature below 50°F (10°C), or above 104°F

(40°C). This is important and will prevent seri-

ous damage to the battery pack.

- The charger and battery pack may become

warm to touch while charging. This is a nor-

mal condition, and does not indicate a prob-
lem.

- Use the charger in normal room tempera-

tures whenever possible. To prevent over-

heating, do not cover the charger and do not
charge battery packs in direct sunlight or near
heat sources.

Maintenance and Service

Maintenance and Cleaning

» Before any work on the machine itself
(e. g. maintenance, tool change, etc.) as
well as during transport and storage,
remove the battery from the power tool.
There is danger of injury when unintention-
ally actuating the On/Off switch.

» For safe and proper working, always
keep the machine and ventilation slots
clean.

2. The warranty period for the electric ma-
chine is 12 months from the date of sale,
during the warranty period the service depart-
ment eliminates manufacturing defects and
replaces parts that have failed due to the fault
of the manufacturer free of charge. In the war-
ranty repair, an equivalent operable product
is not provided. Replaceable parts become
property of service providers.
P.L.T is not liable for any damage that may be
caused by operation of the electric machine.
3. Only clean tool accompanied with the
following duly executed documents: this War-
ranty Certificate, Warranty Card, with all fields
filled out, bearing the stamp of the trade orga-
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nization and the signature of the buyer, shall
be accepted for warranty repair.

4. Warranty repair is not performed in the fol-
lowing cases:

- in the absence of a Warranty Certificate and
a Warranty Card or their incorrect execution;

- with failure of both a rotor and a stator of the
electric engine, charring or melting of primary
winding of the welding machine transformer,
charging or starting-charging device, with in-
ternal parts melting, burn down of electronic
circuit boards;

- if a Warranty Certificate or a Warranty Card
does not correspond to this electric machine
or to the form established by the supplier;

- upon expiration of the warranty period;

- at attempts of opening or repair of the elec-
tric machine outside the warranty workshop;
making constructive changes and lubrication
of the tool during the warranty period, as ev-
idenced, for example, by the creases on the
spline parts of the fasteners of non-rotational
parts.

- when using electric tools for production or
other purposes connected with making a prof-
it, as well as in case of malfunctions related
to instability of the power network parameters
exceeding the norms established by GOST;

- in the events of improper operation (use the
electric machine for other than intended pur-
poses, attachments to the electric machine of
attachments, accessories, etc. not provided
by the manufacturer);

- with mechanical damage to the case, pow-
