General power tool safety warnings
WARNING Read all safety warn-
ings and all instructions.

Failure to follow the warnings and
instructions may result in electric shock, fire
and/or serious injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for fu-

ture reference.

The term “power tool” in the warnings refers

to your mainsoperated (corded) power tool or

battery-operated (cordless) power tool.

Work area safety

» Keep work area clean and well lit.Clut-
tered or dark areas invile accidents.

» Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres. such as in the presence
of flammable liquids, gases or dust.
Power tools create sparks which may ig-
nile the dust or fumes.

» Keep children and bystanders a way
while operating a power tool. Distrac-
tions can cause you to lose control.

Electrical safety

» Power tool plugs must match the outlet.
Never modify the plug in any way. Do
not use any adapter plugs with earthed
(grounded) power tools. Unmodified
plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk
of electric shock.

» Avoid body contact with earthed or
grounded surfaces, such as pipes, radi-
ators, ranges and refrigerators. There is
an increased risk of electric shock if your
body is earthed or grounded.

» Do not expose power tools to rain or
wet conditions. Water entering a power
tool will increase the risk of electric shock.

» Do not abuse the cord. Never use the
cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging
the power tool. Keep cord away from
heat, oil, sharp edges and moving parts.
Damaged or entangled cords increase the
risk of electric shock.

» When operating a power tool outdoors,
use an extension cord suitable for out-
door use. Use of a cord suitable for out-
door use reduces the risk of electric shock.

» If operating a power tool in a damp
location is unavoidable, use a residual
current device (RCD) protected supply.
Use of an RCD reduces the risk of electric
shock.

Personal safety

» Stay alert, watch what you are doing
and use common sense when operating
a power tool. Do not use a power tool
while you are tired or under the influ-
ence of drugs, alcohol or medication.
A moment of inattention while operating
power tools may result in serious personal
injury.

» Use personal protective equipment.
Always wear eye protection. Protective
equipment such as a dust mask, non-skid
safety shoes, hard hat or hearing protec-
tion used for appropriate conditions will
reduce personal injuries.

» Prevent unintentional starting. Ensure
the switch is in the off-position before
connecting to power source and/or
battery pack, picking up or carrying the
tool.Carrying power tools with your finger
on the switch or energising power tools
that have the switch on invites accidents.

» Remove any adjusting key or wrench
before turning the power tool on. A
wrench or a key left attached to a rotating
part of the power tool may result in person-
al injury.

» Do not overreach. Keep proper footing
and balance at all times. This enables
better control of the power tool in unex-
pected situations.

» Dress properly. Do not wear loose
clothing or jewellery. Keep your hair,
clothing and gloves away from moving
parts. Loose clothes, jewellery or long hair
can be caught in moving parts.

» If devices are provided for the connec-
tion of dust extraction and collection
facilities, ensure these are connected
and properly used. Use of dust collection
can reduce dust-related hazards.

» Do not let familiarity gained from fre-
quent use of tools allow you to become
complacent and ignore tool safety prin-
ciples. A careless action can cause severe
injury within a fraction of a second.

» Qualified personnel in accordance with this
manual means persons who are familiar
with the adjustment, installation, commis-
sioning and maintenance of power tools.

» Only persons over 18 years of age who
have read the technical description, op-
erating instructions and safety rules are
allowed to work with power tools.

persons (including children) with reduced
physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or
lack of life experience or knowledge, un-
less they have been supervised or instruct-
ed in the use of power tools by a person
responsible for their safety.

Power tool use and care

» Do not force the power tool. Use the
correct power tool for your application.
The correct power tool will do the job bet-
ter and safer at the rate for which it was
designed.

» Do not use the power tool if the switch
does not turn it on and off. Any power
tool that cannot be controlled with the
switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

» Disconnect the plug from the power
source and/or the battery pack from the
power tool before making any adjust-
ments ,changing accessories, or stor-
ing power tools. Such preventive safety
measures reduce the risk of starting the
power tool accidentally .

» Store idle power tools out of the reach
of children and do not allow persons
unfamiliar with the power tool or these
instructions to operate the power tool.
Power tools are dangerous in the hands of
untrained users.

» Maintain power tools. Check for mis-
alignment or binding of moving parts,
breakage of parts and any other con-
dition that may affect the power tool’s
operation. If damaged, have the power
tool repaired before use. Many accidents
are caused by poorly maintained power
tools.

» Keep cutting tools sharp and clean.
Properly maintained cutting tools with
sharp cutting edges are less likely to bind
and are easier to control.

» Use the power tool, accessories and
tool bits etc. in accordance with these
instructions, taking into account the
working conditions and the work to be
performed. Use of the power tool for oper-
ations different from those intended could
result in a hazardous situation.

» Keep handles and grasping surfaces
dry, clean and free from oil and grease.
Slippery handles and grasping surfaces do
not allow for safe handling and control of
the tool in unexpected situations.

Battery tool use and care

» The battery is not fully charged at the time

of delivery. To ensure full battery perfor-
mance, fully charge the battery before first
use.

» Only use the battery in combination with
your P.I.T. This is the only way to prevent
dangerous battery overload.

» Recharge only with the charger specified
by the manufacturer. A charger that is suit-
able for one type of battery pack may cre-
ate a risk of fire when used with another
battery pack.

» Use power tools only with specifically des-
ignated battery packs. Use of any other
battery packs may create a risk of injury
and fire.

Important safety instructions for working

with the battery pack.

WARNING: Use only original P.I.T. Use of bat-

teries not manufactured by P.L.T. or batteries

that have been modified may result in battery
explosion, fire, personal injury or property
damage. This will also automatically void the

P.L.T. on the P.L.T. tool and charger.

» Before using the battery pack, read all in-

structions and warning labels on the char-

ger, battery pack, and tool powered by the
battery pack.

Do not disassemble the battery pack.

Do not drop or hit the battery pack.

Do not use a damaged battery pack.

If the operating time of the battery pack is

significantly shortened, stop using it imme-

diately. Otherwise, the unit may overheat,
resulting in burns and even an explosion.

» If electrolyte gets into your eyes, rinse
them with plenty of clean water and seek
medical attention immediately. This can
lead to vision loss.

» Do not short the contacts of the battery
pack with each other:

(1) Do not touch the contacts with any con-

ductive objects.

(2) Do not store the battery pack in a con-

tainer with other metal objects such as nails,

coins, etc.

(3) Do not expose the battery pack to water or

rain. Shorting the contacts of the battery pack

together can cause high current, overheating,
possible burns, and even breakage of the
pack.

ED’W where the temperature can reach or ex-
—lceed 50 °C (122 °F).
% » Do not throw the battery pack into a
fire, even if it is severely damaged or
completely out of order. The battery pack
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may explode if exposed to fire.

Gas may be released if the battery is dam-
aged or misused. Provide fresh air and if
you have any complaints, consult a doctor.
Gases can cause respiratory irritation.
Clean the battery ventilation slots from
time to time with a soft, dry and clean
brush.

Charge the battery pack without complete-
ly discharging it. Be sure to stop using the
tool and charge the unit if you notice a de-
crease in tool power.

Never recharge a fully charged battery
pack. Overcharging shortens battery life.
Charge the battery pack at room tempera-
ture. Allow a hot battery pack to cool be-
fore charging.

Charge the lithium-ion battery pack if you
will not use the tool for a long time (more
than six months).

Do not open the battery, otherwise there is
a danger of a short circuit.

Protect the battery from high temperatures,
such as prolonged exposure to the sun,
fire, water and moisture. There is a risk of
explosion.

Store the battery between 0 and 45°C. Do
not leave the battery in the car in summer.
The supplied lithium-ion batteries must be
used in accordance with the requirements
of the dangerous goods legislation. For
commercial shipments, such as by a third
party or freight forwarder, special warnings
and labels must be applied to the packag-
ing. Be sure to consult with a Hazardous
Materials Specialist when preparing your
device for shipping. Also observe local re-
quirements and regulations. They may be
stricter.

Cover or secure open contacts and pack
the battery so that it does not move around
in the package.

Follow local regulations regarding the dis-
posal of the battery pack.

Safety warnings for sander

>

Hold the power tool firmly with both
hands and make sure you have a stable
footing. The power tool can be more se-
curely guided with both hands.

Only use the power tool for dry sand-
ing. Water entering a power tool will in-
crease the risk of electric shock.

Pay particular attention to good ventilation.
When working with an orbital grinder, there
is a risk of inhaling dust containing sub-

stances hazardous to health. Also, some
types of dust are explosive. Sparks from
machines can cause a fire or explosion.

» Before starting work, check that the sand-
ing paper is securely fixed in the holder.
Never use the tool without sanding paper.

» Pay close attention to the condition of the
sanding paper. Do not work with damaged
or worn sanding paper - this will damage
the sanding platform.

» The tool must not touch the workpiece
when switched on. There is a risk of injury.

» Do not exert too much pressure on the
tool, as this may shorten tool life and re-
duce grinding efficiency.

» Wait for the tool to reach maximum speed,
then lower it onto the work surface.

» The size of the sanding sheets must match
the size of the backing pad.

» Warning: Danger of fire! Avoid over-
heating the workpiece and the sander.
Always empty the dust collector before
taking a break from work. Sanding dust
in the dust bag, microfilter, paper bag (or
in the filter bag or vacuum cleaner filter)
can spontaneously combust under certain
conditions, for example if flying sparks are
created when sanding metals. This risk is
increased if the sanding dust is mixed with
paint or polyurethane residue or with other
chemical substances and if the workpiece
is hot as a result of prolonged work.

» Clean the air vents on your power tool
regularly. The motor’s fan will draw the
dust inside the housing and excessive ac-
cumulation of powdered metal may cause
electrical hazards.

» Secure the workpiece. A workpiece
clamped with clamping devices or in a vice
is held more secure than by hand.

» Always wait until the power tool has
come to a complete stop before placing
it down.

Assembly

» Before performing maintenance work,
changing tools, etc., or during transpor-
tation or storage, remove the battery
from the power tool. If switched on unin-
tentionally, there is a risk of injury.

Battery charging

» Use only chargers specified in the tech-
nical specifications. Only these chargers
are suitable for the lithium-ion battery of

your power tool.

Note: The battery supplied is partially

charged. To ensure full capacity of the battery,

completely charge the battery in the battery
charger before using your power tool for the
first time.

The lithium ion battery can be charged at any

time without reducing its service life. Interrupt-

ing the charging procedure does not damage
the battery.

The lithium-ion battery is protected against

deep discharging. When the battery is empty,

the machine is switched off by means of a

protective circuit: The inserted tool no longer

rotates.

» Do not continue to press the On/Off
switch after the machine has been au-
tomatically switched off. The battery can
be damaged.

Removing the battery
The battery is equipped with two locking lev-
els that should prevent the battery from falling
out when pushing the battery unlocking but-
ton unintentionally. As long as the battery is
inserted in the power tool, it is held in position
by means of a spring.
To remove the battery, press the unlocking
button and pull out the battery toward the
front. Do not exert any force.
Battery charge indicator
The green LED on the battery charge indica-
tor show the charge level of the battery. For
safety reasons, the charge indicator is only
active when the power tool is at rest.
Press the battery indicator button to display
the battery charge status. This is also possi-
ble with the battery removed. If no LED lights
up after pressing the battery charge indicator
button, the battery is defective and must be
replaced.

Operation and meaning of charger indica-

tor elements

1. Connect the charger to the mains (without

battery) - the green indicator will light up.

2. Insert the battery into the charger socket -

the red indicator will light up, the green one

will go out.

3. When the battery is fully charged - the red

indicator will turn off, the green indicator will

start flashing.

4. Alternate flashing of green and red indica-

tors indicates a malfunction of the charger or

battery.

Dust/chip extraction
The dust from materials such as lead paint,
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some types of wood, minerals and metal can

be harmful to human health.

Touching or breathing in this dust can trigger

allergic reactions and/or cause respiratory

ilinesses in the user or in people in the near

vicinity.

Certain dusts, such as oak or beech dust,

are classified as carcinogenic, especially in

conjunction with wood treatment additives

(chromate, wood preservative). Materials con-

taining asbestos may only be machined by

specialists.

— Use a dust extraction system that is suit-
able for the material wherever possible.

— Provide good ventilation at the workplace.

— It is advisable to wear a P2 filter class
breathing mask.

The regulations on the material being ma-

chined that apply in the country of use must

be observed.

» Avoid dust accumulation at the work-
place. Dust can easily ignite.

Changing the sanding sheet

Remove dirt and dust from the sanding plate,

e.g. with a brush, before attaching a new

sanding sheet.

To ensure optimum dust extraction, make

sure that the punched holes in the sanding

sheet are aligned with the drilled holes in the

sanding plate.

Sanding sheets without hook-and-
loop backing(see figures A-B)

Press the clamping lever down.

Slide the sanding sheet all the way under
the open rear clamping bar and release the
clamping lever.

Open the clamping lever.

Place the sanding sheet firmly on the sanding
platform. Slide the other end of the sanding
sheet under the open front clamping bar and
clamp the sanding sheet with the clamping
lever.

To remove the sanding sheet, release the
clamping lever and press down. Remove the
sanding sheet.

Special sanding platforms

You can replace the supplied sanding platform
with an optional special sanding plate.

The installation of a special sanding plate is
carried out in the same way as the platforms
in the kit.

Fitting and removing the corresponding sand-
ing paper is done in the same way as when
changing the original sanding paper.

Self-generated dust extraction
with dust box(see figures C-E)

Slide the dust box onto the extraction outlet.

Turn the dust box in such a manner that its re-

cesses face against the tips on the extraction

outlet and the dust box can be felt to engage.

You can easily check the filling level of the

dust box through the container.

Unscrew the filter element and pull it out of

the dust box. Empty the dust box.

Gently tap the filter element against a solid

surface to loosen the dust. Use a soft brush to

clean the flaps of the filter element.

Note: In order to ensure optimum dust ex-

traction, empty the dust box in good time and

clean the filter element regularly.

When working on vertical surfaces, hold the

power tool with the dust box facing down-

wards.

Replace grinding disc(see figure

F)

This machine is equipped with a shaft lock.

When disassembling and assembling the

grinding disc, press and hold to lock the ro-

tation of the grinding disc, making it easy to
disassemble and assemble.

Operation

Starting operation

Switching on/off

» Make sure that you are able to press the
On/Off switch without releasing the handle.

» Before plugging in the power tool, make
sure that the switch is in the “O” position.

» Make sure that the workpiece to be ma-

chined is free of nails, staples and similar

inclusions.

Place the sanding sheet on the machine.

Connect the dust container to the machine.

Connect the battery to the machine.

Turn the switch button to position “I” and

wait until the engine has reached maxi-

mum speed.

Carefully lower the tool onto the work sur-

face.

» Sand the surface to be treated without ap-
plying excessive force. Don’t push hard on
the car.

» When finished sanding, smoothly remove
the sanding sheet from the surface to be
processed. Switch the switch button to the
“O” position

» Wait until the shoe has come to a com-
plete stop before putting down the power
tool.

» When finished, sure removing the battery.
Preselecting the orbital stroke
rate

You can even preselect the orbital stroke rate
during operation using the necessary orbital
stroke rate preselection thumbwheel.

The required orbital stroke rate is dependent
on the material and the work conditions and
can be determined using practical tests.

Practical advice

» Pull sure removing the battery before
carrying out any work on the power
tool.

» Always wait until the power tool has
come to a complete stop before placing
it down.

The material removal rate and sanding result

are primarily determined by the choice of

sanding sheet, the preselected orbital stroke
rate level and the contact pressure.

Only immaculate sanding sheets achieve

good sanding performance and make the

power tool last longer.

Be sure to apply consistent contact pressure

in order to increase the lifetime of the sanding

sheets.

Excessively increasing the contact pressure

will not lead to increased sanding perfor-

mance, rather it will cause more severe wear
of the power tool and of the sanding sheet.

Do not use a sanding sheet for other materi-

als after it has been used to work on metal.

Use only original P.I.T sanding accessories.

Maintenance and service

Maintenance and cleaning

» Pull sure removing the battery before
carrying out any work on the power
tool.

» To ensure safe and efficient operation,
always keep the power tool and the
ventilation slots clean.

In order to avoid safety hazards, if the power

supply cord needs to be replaced, this must

be done by P.L.T. or by an after-sales service
centre that is authorised to repair P.I.T. power
tools.

Service

» Have your power tool repaired only by

qualified personnel using original spare parts.

This ensures the safety of the power tool.

Storage and transportation

To customers (users) of warranty service:

1. This warranty certificate is the only docu-
ment that confirms your right to free warranty
service. If this proof is not presented, no
claims will be accepted. Warranty certifi cates
cannot be recovered if lost or damaged.

2. It is required to provide a valid and legal
document for purchasing the product. The
document must have the name or seal of the
sales company; at the same time, state the
full model name of the purchased P.I.T. prod-
uct, the serial number on the nameplate of the
fuselage, and the date of purchase, and the
required warranty. The whole machine and its
accessories.

The warranty period:

1. The warranty period of the product is
12months from the date of sale. During the
warranty period, the service department
will eliminate manufacturing defects free of
charge and replace the parts that fail due to
the manufacturer’s fault. In warranty repair, an

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equivalent operable product is not provided.
Replaceable parts become the property of the
service provider.

2. The wear degree on the diameter of the
motor rotor commutator is less than 0.4 mm
(except for brushless motor tools), and the
internal damage caused by the quality of the
tool belongs to the warranty.

The following situations occur during the
warranty period, which is not covered by the
warranty:

1. In the absence of any valid legal documents
(invoices) such as warranty certificates

and warranty cards to prove the date of
purchase.

2.Damage caused by natural wear and
overload. (For example, motor rotor and stator
failure caused by overload, scorching or
melting of the primary winding of the welding
machine transformer, charging or starting the
charging device, melting of internal parts,
burning of electronic circuit boards, etc.)
3.The casing and power cord are
mechanically damaged, as well as damage
caused by corrosive media and high and low
temperature, foreign objects entering the
ventilation network of the motor, and damage
caused by improper storage (corrosion of
metal parts);

4. Damage caused by improper carrying,
transportation and storage by users.

5. Products that are opened, repaired,
replaced or modified by users themselves.

6. Any damage caused by indiscriminate use,
beyond the scope of use of the tool, and
not in accordance with the instructions for
use and maintenance. (see chapter “Safety
Precautions” in the manual);

7. The damage caused by the following
situations is not guaranteed due to improper
use

and non-quality problems:

(1) When the power tool is running at high
speed, use the braking device to forcibly stop
the rotation.

(2) Excessive pressure is applied to the tool
during the use of the tool.

(3) Use the tool outside the scope of its
purpose and capabilities.

(4) Damage caused by the tool working in
a dusty environment for a long time without
timely maintenance of the tool.

(7) Damage caused by two-stroke gasoline
tools not being fueled in the correct
proportions.

The warranty does not include:

1. Replacement of accessories (accessories
and components) such as batteries, discs,
blades, drills, drills, chucks, chains, sprockets,
collet clamps, guide rails, tension and
fastening elements, dresser heads, grinders
And belt sander base machine, hexagonal
head, etc.;
