Safety notes

General power tool safety warnings

WARNING Read all safety warn-
Aings and all instructions.

Failure to follow the warnings and
instructions may result in electric shock, fire
and/or serious injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for fu-

ture reference. The term “power tool” in the

warnings refers to your mains-operated (cord-
ed) power tool or battery-operated (cordless)
power tool.

Work area safety

» Keep work area clean and well lit. Clut-
tered or dark areas invite accidents.

» Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence
of flammable liquids, gases or dust.
Power tools create sparks which may ig-
nite the dust or fumes.

» Keep children and bystanders away
while operating a power tool. Distrac-
tions can cause you to lose control.

Electrical safety

» Power tool plugs must match the outlet.
Never modify the plug in any way. Do
not use any adapter plugs with earthed
(grounded) power tools. Unmodified
plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk
of electric shock.

» Avoid body contact with earthed or
grounded surfaces, such as pipes, radi-
ators, ranges and refrigerators. There is
an increased risk of electric shock if your
body is earthed or grounded.

» Do not expose power tools to rain or
wet conditions. Water entering a power
tool will increase the risk of electric shock.

» Do not abuse the cord. Never use the
cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging
the power tool. Keep cord away from
heat, oil, sharp edges and moving parts.
Damaged or entangled cords increase the
risk of electric shock.

» When operating a power tool outdoors,
use an extension cord suitable for out-
door use. Use of a cord suitable for out-
door use reduces the risk of electric shock.

» If operating a power tool in a damp
location is unavoidable, use a residual
current device (RCD) protected supply.
Use of an RCD reduces the risk of electric
shock.

Personal safety

» Stay alert, watch what you are doing
and use common sense when operating
a power tool. Do not use a power tool
while you are tired or under the influ-
ence of drugs, alcohol or medication.
A moment of inattention while operating
power tools may result in serious personal
injury.

» Use personal protective equipment.
Always wear eye protection. Protective
equipment such as dust mask, nonskid
safety shoes, hard hat, or hearing protec-
tion used for appropriate conditions will
reduce personal injuries.

» Prevent unintentional starting. Ensure
the switch is in the off-position before
connecting to power source and/or
battery pack, picking up or carrying the
tool. Carrying power tools with your finger
on the switch or energising power tools
that have the switch on invites accidents.

» Remove any adjusting key or wrench
before turning the power tool on. A
wrench or a key left attached to a rotating
part of the power tool may result in person-
al injury.

» Do not overreach. Keep proper footing
and balance at all times. This enables
better control of the power tool in unex-
pected situations.

» Dress properly. Do not wear loose
clothing or jewellery. Keep your hair,
clothing and gloves away from moving
parts. Loose clothes, jewellery or long hair
can be caught in moving parts.

» If devices are provided for the connec-
tion of dust extraction and collection
facilities, ensure these are connected
and properly used. Use of dust collection
can reduce dust-related hazards.

Power tool use and care

» Do not force the power tool. Use the
correct power tool for your application.
The correct power tool will do the job bet-
ter and safer at the rate for which it was
designed.

» Do not use the power tool if the switch
does not turn it on and off. Any power
tool that cannot be controlled with the
switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

» Disconnect the plug from the power
source and/or the battery pack from the
power tool before making any adjust-
ments, changing accessories, or stor-
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ing power tools. Such preventive safety
measures reduce the risk of starting the
power tool accidentally.

» Store idle power tools out of the reach
of children and do not allow persons
unfamiliar with the power tool or these
instructions to operate the power tool.
Power tools are dangerous in the hands of
untrained users.

» The appliance is not intended for use
by persons (including children) with
reduced physical, sensory or mental
capabilities, or lack of experience or
knowledge, unless they have been su-
pervised or instructed in the use of the
appliance by a person responsible for
their safety. Children must be supervised
to prevent playing with the appliance.

» Maintain power tools. Check for mis-
alignment or binding of moving parts,
breakage of parts and any other con-
dition that may affect the power tool’s
operation. If damaged, have the power
tool repaired before use. Many accidents
are caused by poorly maintained power
tools.

» Keep cutting tools sharp and clean.
Properly maintained cutting tools with
sharp cutting edges are less likely to bind
and are easier to control.

» Use the power tool, accessories and
tool bits etc. in accordance with these
instructions, taking into account the
working conditions and the work to be
performed. Use of the power tool for oper-
ations different from those intended could
result in a hazardous situation.

» Keep handles and gripping surfaces dry
and clean and free from oil or grease. Slip-
pery handles and gripping surfaces pre-
vent safe handling of the tool and prevent
reliable control in unforeseen situations.

Battery tool use and care

» The battery is not fully charged at the
time of delivery. To ensure full battery
performance, fully charge the battery be-
fore first use.

» Only use the battery in combination
with your P.I.T. This is the only way to
prevent dangerous battery overload.

» Charge batteries only with chargers
recommended by the manufacturer.
A charger designed for certain types of
batteries may present a fire hazard when
used with other batteries.

» Use only the specified batteries in pow-
er tools. Use of other batteries may result
in personal injury and fire hazard.

Important safety instructions for

working with the battery pack

WARNING: Use only original P.I.T. The use

of batteries not manufactured by P.I.T. or bat-

teries that have been modified may result in
battery explosion, fire, personal injury or prop-
erty damage. It will also automatically void the

P.1.T. for tool and charger device P.I.T.

» Before using the battery pack, read all

instructions and warning labels on the

charger, battery pack, and tools powered
by the battery pack.

Do not disassemble the battery pack.

Do not drop or hit the battery pack.

Do not use a damaged battery pack

If the operating time of the battery pack is

significantly shortened, stop using it imme-

diately. Otherwise, the unit may overheat,
resulting in burns and even an explosion.

» If electrolyte gets into your eyes, rinse
them with plenty of clean water and seek
medical attention immediately. This can
lead to vision loss.

» Do not short the contacts of the battery
pack with each other:

(1) Do not touch the contacts with any con-

ductive objects.

(2) Do not store the battery pack in a con-

tainer with other metal objects such as nails,

coins, etc.

(3) Do not expose the battery pack to water or

rain. Shorting the contacts of the battery pack

together can cause high current, overheating,
possible burns, and even breakage of the
pack.

» Do not store the tool and battery pack
where the temperature can reach or ex-
ceed 50 °C (122 °F).

» Do not throw the battery pack into a fire,
even if it is severely damaged or com-
pletely out of order. The battery pack may
explode if exposed to fire.

» Gas may be released if the battery is dam-
aged or misused. Provide fresh air and if
you have any complaints, consult a doctor.
Gases can cause respiratory irritation.

» Clean the battery ventilation slots from
time to time with a soft, dry and clean
brush.

» Charge the battery pack without complete-
ly discharging it. Be sure to stop using the
tool and charge the unit if you notice a de-

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crease in tool power.

Never recharge a fully charged battery

pack. Overcharging shortens battery life.

Charge the battery pack at room tempera-

ture. Allow a hot battery pack to cool be-

fore charging.

Charge the lithium-ion battery pack if you

will not use the tool for a long time (more

than six months).

Do not open the battery, otherwise there is

a danger of a short circuit.

Protect the battery from high temperatures,

such as prolonged exposure to the sun,

fire, water and moisture. There is a risk of

explosion.

Store the battery between 0 and 45°C. Do

not leave the battery in the car in summer.

The supplied lithium-ion batteries must be

used in accordance with the requirements

of the dangerous goods legislation.

For commercial shipments, such as by a third

party or freight forwarder, special warnings

and labels must be applied to the packaging.

Be sure to consult with a Hazardous Materi-

als Specialist when preparing your device for

shipping. Also observe local requirements and

regulations. They may be stricter.

Cover or secure open contacts and pack the

battery so that it does not move around in the

package.

» Follow local regulations regarding the dis-

Safety information for the angle

grinder

General precautions for grinding, for wire
brushes or cut-off wheels

» This power tool is designed for sand-
ing, sanding, wire brushing or abrasive
cutting. Read all safety instructions,
instructions, illustrations, and specifi-
cations provided with this power tool.
Failure to follow any of the instructions
below may result in electric shock, fire
and/or serious injury.

Operations such as polishing are not
recommended to be performed with
this power tool. Operations for which the
power tool was not designed may create a
hazard and cause personal injury.

Do not use accessories which are
not specifically designed and recom-
mended by the tool manufacturer. Just
because the accessory can be attached
to your power tool, it does not assure safe
operation.

The rated speed of the accessory must
be at least equal to the maximum speed
marked on the power tool. Accessories
running faster than their rated speed can
break and fly apart.

The outside diameter and the thickness
of your accessory must be within the
capacity rating of your power tool. In-
correctly sized accessories cannot be ad-
equately guarded or controlled.
Threaded mounting of accessories
must match the grinder spindle thread.
For accessories mounted by flanges,
the arbour hole of the accessory must
fit the locating diameter of the flange.
Accessories that do not match the mount-
ing hardware of the power tool will run out
of balance, vibrate excessively and may
cause loss of control.

Do not use a damaged accessory. Be-
fore each use inspect the accessory
such as abrasive wheels for chips and
cracks, backing pad for cracks, tear or
excess wear, wire brush for loose or
cracked wires. If power tool or acces-
sory is dropped, inspect for damage or
install an undamaged accessory. After
inspecting and installing an accessory,
position yourself and bystanders away
from the plane of the rotating accessory
and run the power tool at maximum no
load speed for one minute. Damaged ac-
cessories will normally break apart during
this test time.

Wear personal protective equipment.
Depending on application, use face
shield, safety goggles or safety glass-
es. As appropriate, wear dust mask,
hearing protectors, gloves and work-
shop apron capable of stopping small
abrasive or workpiece fragments. The
eye protection must be capable of stopping
flying debris generated by various opera-
tions . The dust mask or respirator must
be capable of filtrating particles generated
by your operation. Prolonged exposure
to high intensity noise may cause hearing
loss.

During the operation of the angle grinder,
the gearbox housing heats up, this is due
to the rotation of the conical pair at high
speeds. To avoid burns while working with
the tool, do not touch the gearbox housing,
use protective gloves and an additional
handle during operation.

» Keep bystanders a safe distance away

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from work area. Anyone entering the
work area must wear personal protec-
tive equipment. Fragments of workpiece
or of a broken accessory may fly away and
cause injury beyond immediate area of op-
eration.

» Hold the power tool by insulated grip-
ping surfaces only, when performing an
operation where the cutting accessory
may contact hidden wiring. Cutting ac-
cessory contacting a “live” wire may make
exposed metal parts of the power tool “live”
and could give the operator an electric
shock.

» Never lay the power tool down until
the accessory has come to a complete
stop. The spinning accessory may grab
the surface and pull the power tool out of
your control.

» Do not run the power tool while carry-
ing it at your side. Accidental contact with
the spinning accessory could snag your
clothing, pulling the accessory into your
body.

» Regularly clean the power tool’s air
vents. The motor’s fan will draw the dust
inside the housing and excessive accumu-
lation of powdered metal may cause elec-
trical hazards.

» Do not operate the power tool near
flammable materials. Sparks could ignite
these materials.

» Do not use accessories that require
liquid coolants. Using water or other lig-
uid coolants may result in electrocution or
shock.

Kickback and related warnings
Kickback is a sudden reaction to a pinched or
snagged rotating wheel, backing pad, brush
or any other accessory. Pinching or snagging
causes rapid stalling of the rotating accessory
which in turn causes the uncontrolled power
tool to be forced in the direction opposite of
the accessory’s rotation at the point of the
binding.
For example, if an abrasive wheel is snagged
or pinched by the workpiece, the edge of the
wheel that is entering into the pinch point can
dig into the surface of the material causing the
wheel to climb out or kick out. The wheel may
either jump toward or away from the operator,
depending on direction of the wheel’s move-
ment at the point of pinching. Abrasive wheels
may also break under these conditions.

Kickback is the result of power tool misuse

and/or incorrect operating procedures or con-

ditions and can be avoided by taking proper

precautions as given below.

» Maintain a firm grip on the power tool
and position your body and arm to
allow you to resist kickback forces. Al-
ways use auxiliary handle, if provided,
for maximum control over kickback or
torque reaction during start-up. The
operator can control torque reactions or
kickback forces, if proper precautions are
taken.

» Never place your hand near the rotating
accessory.Accessory may kickback over
your hand.

» Do not position your body in the area
where power tool will move if kickback
occurs. Kickback will propel the tool in di-
rection opposite to the wheel's movement
at the point of snagging.

» Use special care when working cor-
ners, sharp edges etc. Avoid bouncing
and snagging the accessory.Corners,
sharp edges or bouncing have a tendency
to snag the rotating accessory and cause
loss of control or kickback.

» Do not attach a saw chain woodcarving
blade or toothed saw blade. Such blades
create frequent kickback and loss of con-
trol.

Safety warnings specific for

grinding and abrasive cutting-off

operations

» Use only wheel types that are recom-
mended for your power tool and the
specific guard designed for the select-
ed wheel. Wheels for which the power tool
was not designed cannot be adequately
guarded and are unsafe.

» The grinding surface of centre de-
pressed wheels must be mounted
below the plane of the guard lip. An
improperly mounted wheel that projects
through the plane of the guard lip cannot
be adequately protected.

» The guard must be securely attached
to the power tool and positioned for
maximum safety, so the least amount of
wheel is exposed towards the operator.
The guard helps to protect operator from
broken wheel fragments, accidental con-
tact with wheel and sparks that could ignite
clothing.

» Wheels must be used only for recom-
mended applications. For example: do
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not grind with the side of cut-off wheel.
Abrasive cut-off wheels are intended for
peripheral grinding, side forces applied to
these wheels may cause them to shatter.

» Always use undamaged wheel flanges
that are of correct size and shape for
your selected wheel. Proper wheel flang-
es support the wheel thus reducing the
possibility of wheel breakage. Flanges for
cut-off wheels may be different from grind-
ing wheel flanges.

» Do not use worn down wheels from
larger power tools. Wheel intended for
larger power tool is not suitable for the
higher speed of a smaller tool and may
burst.

Additional safety warnings specif-

ic for abrasive cutting off opera-

tions

» Do not “jam” the cut-off wheel or apply
excessive pressure. Do not attempt to
make an excessive depth of cut. Over-
stressing the wheel increases the loading
and susceptibility to twisting or binding of
the wheel in the cut and the possibility of
kickback or wheel breakage.

» Do not position your body in line with
and behind the rotating wheel. When the
wheel, at the point of operation, is moving
away from your body, the possible kick-
back may propel the spinning wheel and
the power tool directly at you.

» When wheel is binding or when inter-
rupting a cut for any reason, switch
off the power tool and hold the power
tool motionless until the wheel comes
to a complete stop. Never attempt to
remove the cut-off wheel from the cut
while the wheel is in motion otherwise
kickback may occur. Investigate and take
corrective action to eliminate the cause of
wheel binding.

» Do not restart the cutting operation in
the workpiece. Let the wheel reach full
speed and carefully reenter the cut. The
wheel may bind, walk up or kickback if the
power tool is restarted in the workpiece.

» Support panels or any oversized work-
piece to minimize the risk of wheel
pinching and kickback. Large workpieces
tend to sag under their own weight. Sup-
ports must be placed under the workpiece
near the line of cut and near the edge of
the workpiece on both sides of the wheel.

» Use extra caution when making a

“pocket cut” into existing walls or other
blind areas. The protruding wheel may
cut gas or water pipes, electrical wiring or
objects that can cause kickback.

Safety warnings specific for wire

brushing operations

> Be aware that wire bristles are thrown
by the brush even during ordinary op-
eration. Do not overstress the wires by
applying excessive load to the brush
The wire bristles can easily penetrate light
clothing and/or skin.

» If the use of a guard is recommended
for wire brushing, do not allow any in-
terference of the wire wheel or brush
with the guard. Wire wheel or brush may
expand in diameter due to work load and
centrifugal forces.

Additional safety instructions Use

" safety goggles.

» Use suitable detectors to determine if
there are hidden supply lines or contact
the local utility company for assistance.
Contact with electric cables can cause fire
and electric shock. Damaging gas lines
can lead to explosion. Breaking water
pipes causes property damage.

» Do not touch grinding and cutting discs
until they have cooled down. The discs
can become very hot while working.

» Release the On/Off switch and set it to
the Off position when the power supply
is interrupted, e.g. when the battery
pack is removed. This prevents uncon-
trolled restarting.

» Secure the workpiece. A workpiece
clamped with clamping devices or in a vice
is held more secure than by hand.

» Avoid accumulation of dust in the work-
place. Dust can be easily ignited.

» Install the protective cover in such a
way that it prevents sparks from flying
in the direction of the user.

’ By screwing in or out of the set

screw you can change the clamping
force of the protective cover. Make sure that
the protective cover is securely fastened and
check it regularly.

» Only press the spindle lock button when
the spindle is at a standstill! Otherwise, the
power tool may be damaged.

» After mounting the grinding tool, before
switching it on, check that the tool has
been mounted correctly and that it can ro-
tate freely.
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» Check that the sanding tool rotates freely
without rubbing against the guard or other
parts.

» Pressing too hard can overload the power

tool. Overloading can cause overheating

or damage to the power tool. After heavy
use, let the power tool run at idle for a few
more minutes to allow it to cool down.

Do not use power tools on an abrasive cut-

off stand.

Never use cut-off wheels for peeling!

When cutting with bonded abrasives, al-

ways use a cutting guard.

Wear a dust mask.

Only use the quick-release nut for grinding

and cutting wheels.

Only use a perfect, undamaged

quick-clamping nut.

Do not continue to use the power tool if

the damping element between the main

handle and the motor housing is damaged.

» Do not continue to use the power tool if the
auxiliary handle is damaged. Do not make
any changes to the auxiliary handle.

Assembly

» Before any work on the machine itself
(e.g. maintenance, tool change, etc.) as
well as during transport and storage,
remove the battery from the power tool.
There is danger of injury when unintention-
ally actuating the On/Off switch.

Cordless Angle Grinder

Battery charging

» Use only the chargers listed in the tech-
nical data. Only P.I.T. chargers(listed in
Technical Data table) are matched to the
lithium-ion battery of your power tool.

Note: The battery is supplied partially

charged. To ensure full battery capacity, fully

charge the battery in the charger before using
your power tool for the first time.

The lithium-ion battery can be charged at any

time without reducing its service life. Interrupt-

ing the charging process does not damage
the battery.

The lithium-ion battery is protected against

deep discharge by the “Electronic Cell Protec-

tion (ECP)”. When the battery is discharged,

the power tool is switched off by means of a

protective circuit: The application tool no lon-

ger rotates.

» Do not continue to press the On/Off
switch after the power tool has auto-
matically switched off. The battery can
be damaged.

Follow the instructions on correct disposal.

Installing and removing the bat-

tery

The battery is equipped with two locking lev-

els to prevent the battery from falling out if the

battery release button is pressed unintention-

ally. As long as the battery is inserted in the

power tool, it is held in position by means of a

spring.

To remove the battery , press the release but-

ton and pull the battery out of the power tool.

Do not use force to do this.

Fitting protective equipment

» Remove the battery from the power tool
before carrying out work on the power
tool (e.g. maintenance, changing tool,
etc.). The battery should also be re-
moved for transport and storage. There
is risk of injury from unintentionally press-
ing the on/off switch.

Protective guard

Orient the shroud so that the lugs on the

seat ring align with the slots on the gearbox

cover; Install the cover on the gearbox cover;

Depending on the work to be done, rotate

the hood to a position where sparks cannot

reach the operator; Secure the casing against

turning by pressing the lever against the stop

against the gearbox housing.

Adjust the position of the protective cover

according to the requirements of the work

process. To do this, press the release le-

ver up and turn the protective cover to the

desired position.

Side handle

» Always fit the protective cover .

» Install the protective cover in such a way
that it prevents sparks from flying in the
direction of the user.

Screw the side handle on the left or right of

the machine head depending on how your are

working.

Additional handle

» Operate the power tool only with the auxil-
iary handle.

Screw the auxiliary handle to the right or left

of the gear head, depending on how you

work.

» Do not make any alterations of any kind
to the auxiliary handle.

Do not continue to use a damaged auxilia-

ry handle.

Fitting the abrasive tools

» Remove the battery from the power tool
before carrying out work on the power
tool (e.g. maintenance, changing tool,
etc.). The battery should also be re-
moved for transport and storage. There
is risk of injury from unintentionally press-
ing the on/off switch.

» Do not touch grinding and cutting discs
until they have cooled down. The discs
can become very hot while working.

Clean the grinding spindle and all the parts to

be fitted.

Lock the grinding sp|nd|e with the spindle
lock button before clamping and releasing the
abrasive tools.

» Do not press the spindle lock button
while the grinding spindle is moving.
The power tool may become damaged if
you do this.

Pay attention to the dimensions of the abra-

sive tools. The diameter of the hole must

match that of the mounting flange. Do not use
an adapter or reducer.

Tool change

- Press the spindle lock button, use a
wrench to unscrew and remove the clamp-
ing flange and the used disc.
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Clean all parts and mounting surfaces of
the machine, removing the support flange
if necessary.

- Depending on the type of work (grinding,
cutting), install the appropriate abrasive
disc on the product, aligning the hole in
the disc with the protrusion of the support
flange.

- Press the spindle lock button and use the
wrench to tighten the clamping flange onto
the spindle.

ATTENTION! Fasten the abrasive disc with-

out excessive force, this may lead to its de-

struction.

The installation sequence is shown on illustra-

tion page.

» Only use a serviceable, undamaged
nut.

» When screwing in, make sure that the
printed side of the quick-release nut
does not point towards the grinding
wheel.

» Only use the nut to secure the grinding/
cutting wheels.

To lock the grinding spindle, press the spindle

lock button. Pulling on the disc rim is not suffi-

cient.

After mounting the support flange and the

grinding/cutting wheel, the length of the free

thread of the grinding spindle must be at least

4 mm.

Make sure that the grinding tool is firmly seat-

ed so that it does not unscrew from the spin-

dle when the power tool runs out.

» After mounting the grinding tool, check
the correct mounting and free rotation
of the tool before switching it on. Check
the free rotation of the grinding tool
without friction against the protective
cover or other parts.

Circle petal face

» For work with the petal end, a protective
cover is always installed.

Observe the permissible speed or circum-

ferential speed indicated on the label of the

sander.

Dust/chip extraction

Dust from certain materials may be harmful to

health.

Touching and inhaling the dust can cause al-

lergic reactions and/or respiratory illnesses to

the operator or bystanders.

If possible, use a dust extraction system suit-

able for the material.

Ventilate your workspace well.

It is recommended to use a respiratory mask

with a class P2 filter.

Observe the regulations valid in your country

for the materials to be processed.

» Avoid dust accumulation at the work-
place. Dust can easily ignite.

Operation

Start-up

Inserting the battery

Push the charged battery into the base of the

power tool from the front until the battery is

securely locked.

Switching on/off

To start the power tool, push the on/off switch

forward.

To lock the on/off switch in position, push the

on/off switch forward and down until it clicks

into place.

To switch off the power tool, release the on/

off switch; or, if the switch is locked, briefly

push the on/off switch backward and down
and then release it.

Speed adjustment

To adjust the speed, press the speed adjust-

ment button. Each time you press, you can

change the speed by one level, and you can
adjust three levels in total.

» Always check abrasive tools before us-
ing them. The abrasive tool must be fit-
ted properly and be able to move freely.
Carry out a test run for at least one
minute with no load. Do not use abra-
sive tools that are damaged, run untrue
or vibrate during use. Damaged abrasive
tools can burst apart and cause injuries.

Practical advice

» Clamp the workpiece if it is not secure
under its own weight.

» Do not load the power tool so heavily
that it comes to a stop.

» If the power tool has been subjected to
a heavy load, continue to run it at no-
load for several minutes to cool down
the accessory.

» Do not use the power tool with a cut-off
stand.

» Do not touch grinding and cutting discs
until they have cooled down. The discs
can become very hot while working.

Attention. Strong contamination of the internal
cavities of the grinder with concrete, brick,
ceramic or other abrasive dust is a violation of
the operating conditions of the machine and
the basis for the seller to refuse warranty obli-
gations.
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Rough grinding
» Never use cutting discs for rough grind-
ing.
The best rough grinding results are achieved
with a set angle of 30° to 40°. Move the power
tool back and forth with moderate pressure.
This will ensure that the workpiece does not
become too hot or discolour and that grooves
are not formed.
Flap disc
The flap disc enables you to machine curved
surfaces and profiles.
Flap discs have a considerably longer service
life, lower noise levels and lower sanding tem-
peratures than conventional grinding discs.
Cutting metal
» Always use the protective guard when
cutting bonded abrasives.
When carrying out abrasive cutting, use a
moderate feed that is suited to the material
being machined. Do not exert pressure on the
cutting disc and do not tilt or swing the power
tool.
Do not attempt to reduce the speed of a cut-
ting disc coming to a stop by applying pres-
sure from the side.
The power tool must always work in an
up-grinding motion. Otherwise there is a risk
that it will be pushed uncontrolled out of the
cut.
For best results when cutting profiles and
rectangular tubing, start at the smallest cross
section.
Maintenance and service
Maintenance and cleaning
» Before any work on the machine itself
(e. g. maintenance, tool change, etc.) as
well as during transport and storage,
remove the battery from the power tool.
There is danger of injury when unintention-
ally actuating the On/Off switch.
For safe and proper working, always
keep the machine and ventilation slots
clean.
For extreme working conditions, always
use a dust extractor if possible. Frequently
blow out the ventilation slots and connect
the tool through a residual current circuit
breaker. When working on metals, conduc-
tive dust can be deposited inside the pow-
er tool. This may damage the protective
insulation of the power tool.
Regularly check that all screws are secure. If
a loose screw is found, tighten it immediately.
Otherwise, you expose yourself to the risk

of injury. Store and handle accessories with

care.

If the cord needs to be changed, contact an

authorized P.I.T.

Service

» Have your power tool repaired only by
qualified personnel using original spare
parts. This ensures the safety of the power
tool.

To customers (users) of warranty service:

1. This warranty certificate is the only docu-
ment that confirms your right to free warranty
service. If this proof is not presented, no
claims will be accepted. Warranty certificates
cannot be recovered if lost or damaged.

2. It is required to provide a valid and legal
document for purchasing the product. The
document must have the name or seal of the
sales company; at the same time, state the
full model name of the purchased P.I.T. prod-
uct, the serial number on the nameplate of the
fuselage, and the date of purchase, and the
required warranty. The whole machine and its
accessories.

The warranty period:

1. The warranty period of the product is 12
months from the date of sale. During the
warranty period, the service department
will eliminate manufacturing defects free of
charge and replace the parts that fail due to
the manufacturer’s fault. In warranty repair, an

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equivalent operable product is not provided.
Replaceable parts become the property of the
service provider.

2. The wear degree on the diameter of the
motor rotor commutator is less than 0.4 mm
(except for brushless motor tools), and the
internal damage caused by the quality of the
tool belongs to the warranty.

The following situations occur during the
warranty period, which is not covered by the
warranty:

1. In the absence of any valid legal docu-
ments (invoices) such as warranty certificates
and warranty cards to prove the date of pur-
chase.

2. Damage caused by natural wear and over-
load. (For example, motor rotor and stator fail-
ure caused by overload, scorching or melting
of the primary winding of the welding machine
transformer, charging or starting the charging
device, melting of internal parts, burning of
electronic circuit boards, etc.)

3. The casing and power cord are mechani-
cally damaged, as well as damage caused by
corrosive media and high and low tempera-
ture, foreign objects entering the ventilation
network of the motor, and damage caused by
improper storage (corrosion of metal parts);
